Drop that … drop it!

Trupanion.com, an online pet insurance company, released a report March 
24 indicating that the number of pet poisonings in New Hampshire has gone 
up. The study reported that there have been 701 insurance claims from New 
Hampshire policy holders for veterinary care to treat poisonings since 2020 
(651 dogs and 50 cats). According to the study, some of the most common 
sources of poisoning for pets have included grapes and raisins, chocolate, 
and drugs (both legal and the other type). “The cost of poison-related claims 
ranged from $558 for onions to $1,705 for anti-freeze and detergents,” the 
report read.

QOL score: -1
Comment: The study found that “Louisiana had the highest rate of poi-

son-related claims with 1.75 claims per 1,000 pets, [and] Arkansas had the 
lowest … with .65 claims per 1,000 pets.” 

No! Not the nuggies!
According to a New Hampshire Department of Health and Human Ser-

vices press release from April 3: “The U.S. Department of Agriculture’s Food 
Safety and Inspection Service (FSIS) has issued a public health alert for fro-
zen, dinosaur-shaped, ready-to-eat chicken nuggets that may be contaminated 
with unsafe levels of lead. This product was sold at New Hampshire Walmart 
locations.” “The public health alert is for 29-oz. plastic bags containing approx-
imately 36 “Great Value Fully Cooked Dino Shaped Chicken Breast Nuggets” 
with the Best If Used By date “FEB 10, 2027,” lot code “0416DPO1215,” and 
establishment number “P44164” printed on the back of the bag. Consumers 
who purchased or received these chicken nuggets should check their freezers 
and avoid eating this product. The product should be thrown away or returned 
to the place of purchase,” the release said.

QOL score: -2, because sometimes dino nuggies are the only form of 
protein in the picky-eater diet

Comment: The release warned the nuggie-consuming public that “There 
is no safe amount of lead exposure. Exposure to even small amounts of lead 
may cause behavioral, developmental and health problems. Because children 
under age 6 are undergoing critical neurological and physical development, 
they are especially vulnerable to the adverse effects of lead on the body.” 

How does poutine factor into that?
Researchers at Eating Disorder Solutions (eatingdisordersolutions.com) 

recently analyzed data from sources including the Centers for Disease Con-
trol and Prevention and the American Diabetes Association to rank each state 
in terms of healthy diets. New Hampshire made the Top 10. “New Hampshire 
(9th overall) leads the country in food security (#1),” a summary of the study 
read, “and ranks #5 for farmers markets per capita, highlighting strong access 
to fresh produce.” According to the summary, there is still a lot of opportunity 
for improvement in our diets. “Government-backed research shows just how 
widespread unhealthy eating habits are in the U.S. According to the Centers 
for Disease Control and Prevention, only about 1 in 10 adults meet the recom-
mended daily intake of fruits and vegetables.” 

QOL score: +1
Comment: According to the study’s rankings, New Hampshire has a 

Healthy Diet Index score of 61.02. The study’s highest-ranking state, Vermont, 
has a score of 75.92, with more than twice as many farmers markets per capita 
and a high consumption rate of vegetables. “At the other end of the ranking,” 
the study summary reported, “West Virginia ranks last with the highest rates 
of obesity (#48), diabetes (#48), and high cholesterol (#48), alongside one of 
the lowest fruit and vegetable intake rates.”

From Adam Sandler to Sarah Silverman and 

Seth Meyers, many talented comedians have 
come from the Granite State. New Hampshire 
continues to be an incubator for standup come-
dy and also has plenty of showcases, including a 
sparkling new one opening soon in Manchester.

In the late 2000s and early 2010s the Queen 
City was a hotbed for a second wave of com-
edy that included future SNL stars and buzzy 
joke-tellers who now reign both on social media 
and in the nation’s comedy clubs. They were 
drawn to a weekly comedy night at Shaskeen 
Pub. 

Run by three comics, it began as an open mic 
and stayed that way until 2015.

At that point one partner moved the open mic 
to Murphy’s Taproom. The Shaskeen switched 
to a showcase, run by Nick Lavallee and Dave 
Carter. It welcomed a new breed of comics like 
Dan Soder, W. Kamau Bell and Sam Jay. It also 
gave big names and rising stars with weekend 
shows in Boston an extra New England stop.

Drew Dunn’s first comedy sets came at the 
Shaskeen’s open mic. He’s now a touring comic, 
headlining clubs from Foxwoods to San Diego. 
On March 30 Dunn began a weeklong run in Las 
Vegas at Brad Garrett’s Comedy Club, atop the 
bill for three nights and opening for Garrett on 
the other four.

A few jokes about the sitting president helped 
win over a tough crowd. “I don’t think Trump 
is Christ-like, but it’d be funny if Christ was 
Trump-like,” he said, retelling the loaves and 
fishes tale in perfect voice. “I could feed a lot of 
people with this fish, it’s a big fish, it’s a beauti-
ful fish, it’s a Bran-zino, it’s a very delicate fish.”

As his early success grew, Dunn was a regu-
lar performer at the Shaskeen. During a sit-down 
interview in the outside lounge of Garrett’s club 
following his opening night show, the Nashua 
native remembered those days with fondness, 
along with praise for Lavallee.

“It was probably the best show on a Wednes-
day anywhere in America for a good stint there,” 
he said. “Nick was a great tastemaker … ahead 
of the game on picking some of these guys that 
are huge names now. He was booking Tim Dil-
lon when he had a few thousand followers, but 
he just saw how great he was.”

Five years ago Dunn moved to New York City, 
like many comics with their sights set on the next 
level in the business. When he arrived, the con-
tacts he’d made performing at the Shaskeen were 

crucial for him getting booked at a very compet-
itive NYC club.

“This is such a business of connections and 
having people believe in you,” he said. “My 
recommendations for the Comedy Cellar were 
Mark Norman, Soder, and Joe List. Two of those 
guys I had worked with at the Shaskeen Pub, or 
at least crossed paths with them there.”

While he was booking shows, including more 
than a few in the basement of his North Side 
house, Lavallee was also doing standup and mak-
ing a name for himself. For much of the decade 
he traveled a path much like Dunn’s, touring the 
country and doing area shows at clubs like Rob 
Steen’s Headliners.

Combining doing and booking comedy with 
a full-time community media job wore on him, 
and it also clashed with his newfound sobriety, 
so Lavallee retired from standup. He and Car-
ter closed out their Shaskeen run in 2021 with a 
series of shows and a sense of hope. 

“When Dave and I passed the torch,” he said, 
“we wanted to see the comedy scene in Man-
chester grow. We wanted to leave behind a 
legacy that was like, ‘Hey, you can do this.’ If 
you put in the work, you can get great talent from 
New York, L.A., Chicago, anywhere to come to 
Manchester.”

It then continued in new hands. Initially Ruby 
Room Comedy took over. It’s now run by Sam 
Mangano, who also books pop-up Don’t Tell 
shows in the state, and is doing well. “Wednes-
day nights have good crowds and comics,” he 
said recently. “The past few months have been 
busy, with repeat faces in the crowd.”

Lavallee moved on to music, making pop cul-
ture action figures, and boosting his hometown 
as the Chicken Tender Capital of the World. He 
still missed the business, though, and with the 
recent opening of a complex on Canal Street 
anchored by Harpoon Brewery, he decided to 
return to comedy, this time strictly as a booker.

In late February Lavallee began teasing a new 
venue, and shows presented under his Wicked 
Joyful brand. Located in the Queen City Cen-
ter, the 130-seat Queen City Center Showroom 
will open on April 17 with a veteran comic from 
his Shaskeen days, Jenny Zigrino (tickets $29 at 
eventbrite.com).

Lavallee also plans to book shows in a 500-
seat space known as Studio A, and mentioned 
that depending on demand there might be a late 
show on April 17. Zigrino’s comedy star rose in 
New England, including many Shaskeen shows, 
which makes her a great choice to debut comedy 
at Queen City Center. 

“My roots in New Hampshire … run pretty 
deep,” Zigrino said by phone recently. “I worked 
in Bedford when I was younger, and my mother 
lived in Manchester briefly. So I am very famil-
iar with the town, and I love it. I’m excited for 
what Nick is going to be doing with Wicked Joy-
ful, trying to bring in more arts entertainment.”

In mid-March Lavallee walked around the 
Queen City Center, showing off the two perfor-
mance spaces along with a Wicked Joyful retail 
store that will open soon. There, he’ll be selling 
bespoke action figures, attire and other items in a 
room with an original booth from Manchester’s 
Puritan, the birthplace of “tendies.”

He’s looking forward to booking shows, but 
stressed that he’s no longer interested in doing 
comedy himself.

“I fell out of love with it,” he said, adding that 
the realization happened during the pandemic. 
“When no one was doing it, I had time to look at 
the things that mattered to me most.”

Comedy, he could see, had become an 
unhealthy ego-stroking exercise. “Because of 
sobriety, the person I evolved into wasn’t getting 
on stage and saying disparaging things about 
myself that may or may not be true.” With that 
understanding, he continued, “I could focus all 
that energy into my creative outlet.”

Returning as a promoter also offers a chance 
to restore the community that grew during the 
Shaskeen days. “I don’t mean community of 
comics, though they’re a part of it … it’s the reg-
ulars who’d show up, would tell their friends 
about it, would go to work talking about it the 
next day.”

His old partner will be a presence but not oper-
ationally involved. 

“I want Dave to bask in the community that 
he built and consistently served for seven years, 
that truly loved him and the work that we did…. 
I want him to enjoy it,” Lavallee said. “That’s the 

best kind of family reunion you could go to, and 
I think he deserves that.”

The new endeavor has Lavallee energized for 
exciting things. 

“Despite the great work that other rooms are 
doing, even the one we left behind,” he said, “I 
think there’s room to build up community and 
bring culture into Manchester through laugh-
ter and positivity. That’s what I’m most excited 
about.”  

It’s helpful to recall that this began with a gag-
gle of wannabe funny people looking to sharpen 
their comedy muscles. That energy, along with 
the successful comics it’s produced (and contin-
ues to produce), is still here. In fact, the comedy 
scene in the region is arguably bigger than it’s 
ever been. 

Manchester’s current longest-lived open 
mic offers proof that’s it’s both exciting and 
promising.

On a recent Friday night, a dozen or so com-
ics, some more seasoned than others, gathered in 
the back room of Strange Brew Tavern to work 
in front of a crowd of nearly 50 people. Most had 
a “tight five” — standup code for the abbreviat-
ed set all comics must master to move forward 
in the trade.

All came from the Strange Brew’s Laugh Attic 
open mic night. Launched five years ago in June, 
it’s become a hub for aspiring comics and even 
a few veterans who use it to work on new mate-
rial. It’s also launched a few to greater success, 
like Owen Damon, atop the bill that Friday and 
doing a 10-minute set.

Damon, no relation to the famous actor, is 21, 
and began coming to Laugh Attic in his teens. 
His success arc echoes Drew Dunn’s rise from 
open mics. Damon is now in Chicago, getting 
work in Midwest clubs with bits like the one 
about his Fox News-watching grandma who 
thinks Pilates is a terrorist group.

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Full circle moment
Comedy at Queen City Center with Jenny Zigrino 

Just over a year into her come-
dy career, Jenny Zigrino came to 
Manchester for the first of many 
times to do standup at Shaskeen 
Pub. She met Nick Lavallee there, 
and the two bonded over his con-
nections to Zigrino’s home state 
of Minnesota.

The friendship endured, and 
Zigrino performed frequently 
at the Shaskeen over the years, 
including several times when it 
switched from open mic to com-
edy showcase in 2015. She remembers the era 
with fondness, and is excited to return to Man-
chester for the first show at Queen City Center 
on April 17.

“I’m honored to be doing it.  I’m excited,” 
Zigrino said by phone recently. “I have so many 
starting out roots in New Hampshire. … My first 
filmed  comedy sets were at the Shaskeen, and 
still on my YouTube.” After several years in L.A., 
she now lives in New York City, though she’s 
back in SoCal frequently for work. 

One project that will send her back west is a 
play, co-written with Caleb Zeringue, about an 
obscure but crucial Revolutionary War figure. 
Zigrino’s a history fan who once led tours on the 
Freedom Trail in Boston, and she performs His-
tory Tonight shows dressed up as King George 
III, including one in Cambridge April 15.

The Drill Master is about Friedrich von Steu-
ben, an openly gay Prussian captain who met 
Benjamin Franklin and Silas Deane in Paris. 
Experienced officers were needed for a disor-
ganized army, so they asked him to join as an 
unpaid, unranked volunteer. Bored with Europe, 
von Steuben agreed.

“He comes over, befriends Washington, and 
people absolutely love him,” Zigrino said. “He 
basically whips everybody into shape and teach-
es them how to be an army … we probably don’t 
win the war without him, and we still use a lot 

of the training that he brought to 
America in the army today.”

The play is filled with laughs 
and a lot of inconvenient his-
torical facts, like Alexander 
Hamilton’s more than friendly rela-
tionship with John Lawrence. “In 
the National Archives, you can 
read the letters, it’s crazy,” she said. 
“Hamilton wrote, ‘You think that 
me getting a wife is going to make 
me love you any less?’”

The staged reading, May 3 at 
L.A.’s Elysian Theatre, will be a star-studded 
affair. 

“We’ve got a … killer cast,” Zigrino said. 
“Bobcat Goldthwaite is going to be George 
Washington, we’ve got Gianmarco Soresi, Cam-
eron Esposito, Lady Bushra, Dylan Adler… 
they’re going to make it so good.”

Zigrino is also writing a romance novel, and 
she’s convinced that more men should read them. 

“They’re literal manuals on what women 
want. For once, read the instructions,” she says 
onstage. “It’s not that hard. We just want you to 
say that you burn for us and to call us a good girl 
and to be a grumpy cowboy billionaire that also 
is sometimes a gay hockey player and you’re a 
werewolf vampire that might kill us.”

She’s also readying a new comedy special. 
Like Jenny Z, released on Comedy Central’s 
YouTube channel in 2023, it’s fan-financed on 
GoFundMe and Zigrino’s quirky, pretty much 
PG-13 OnlyFans site. “I have pictures of me in 
lingerie dressed as King George,” she said. “I’m 
having fun with it.”

The show is about “starting over” after a chal-
lenging period in her life that included the death 
of her sister, a breakup, and health issues that 
were ultimately resolved with GLP-1. She lost 60 
pounds as a result, but emphatically did not lose 
her commitment to body positivity. She’ll pre-
view the show in Manchester.

“It’s called Afterbirth,” she said. “The idea is 
that you come into the world, and all this crap is 
behind you … but it’s not really. You’re covered 
in blood, and you’re gross, and that’s what hap-
pens when you start over. You’re just kind of like 
a little newborn baby covered in placenta.”

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Comedy talk with Craig Ferguson
Years before he took over 

the Late Late Show or made 
his name as an actor alongside 
Drew Carey, Craig Ferguson 
was a standup comic. Fergu-
son’s first forays as a funny man 
were an outgrowth of his hazy 
days as a musician. He was 
drafted into the job, primarily 
because he had the proper mix 
of brave and crazy to work a punk crowd. 

“They’d get me to go up when they were 
changing the equipment for the acts, or trying 
to resuscitate their guitarist, or something,” he 
recalled. “I would do five to 10 minutes between 
the bands. Then I kind of moved into it, but the 
very beginning was just being a loudmouth in 
punk rock bands.”

Ferguson brings his current Pants on Fire tour 
to Concord’s Capitol Center on April 12. Short-
ly after leaving late night in 2014, he hosted the 
game show Celebrity Name Game and won a cou-
ple of Daytime Emmys. In 2021 he did the same 
with ABC’s The Hustler, and last January he 
began hosting a TV version of Scrabble.

He likes the game show format because its 
prep requirements are pretty easy. “You learn 
how the game works and then you just play,” he 
said. Beyond that, “It’s very improvisational, it’s 
very engaging, and then there’s the whole thing 
of you’re giving away somebody else’s money, 
which is just icing on the cake.”

Is Ferguson a bit nostalgic for his late night 
days? “No, I don’t miss it really,” he said. “I’ll tell 
you why. I mean, I did it for a long time, and I’m 
proud of that show. I’m glad I did it. I think we 
managed to do something a little off the beaten 
track, but by the time I was done I was ready to 
go.”

Ever the good sport, Ferguson agreed to answer 
seven seminal questions about his career in 
comedy.

 
When did you realize that you were funny? 
I’m not entirely convinced that I am, to be hon-

est. I guess when they keep asking you back. So 
maybe in the punk rock days when you go up 
between the bands and nobody attacks you, you 
must have something going on. I think that must 
have been it.

 
What made you decide to be funny in front of 

people, beyond the bits between bands? 
I never did decide to do that. It was kind of like 

I would be asked in increments to do things like 
that. I never really made a decision. It wasn’t a 
career path for me. I didn’t think, well, here’s my 
ambition, I’d like to be a stand-up comedian. I 
didn’t really have that. It was through kind of a 
series of unfortunate events. 

 
Who were your inspirations, comics and 

things that you looked at as good examples? 
Well, Billy Connolly was like Jackie Robinson 

for me. He was the first guy I ever heard or saw 
that sounded like us and was from a similar back-
ground. Billy’s about 20 years older than me, but 
he was becoming famous in Britain in his early 
30s. I was in my early teens, so it was just per-
fect for me because he was the naughty comedian 

that would say naughty words, 
and I loved Billy. I still do. I 
guess in America it was the 
great American stand-ups of 
Richard Pryor and Robin Wil-
liams and George Carlin and 
Redd Foxx, and Eddie Murphy 
as well. Eddie Murphy’s stand-
up. Eddie Murphy’s the same 
age as me, and I would watch. 

He was young when he was doing stand-ups. This 
guy’s amazing, and he was the same age as me. 
He still is amazing, but when he broke through, 
it was hard to overstate how important he was at 
that time. 

 
How did your first set go?
You know, I’ll be honest with you. Again, it 

was in the before time, so I’m not entirely sure 
I remember my first set.  There were a few very 
bad ones. I remember doing a show at a punk rock 
club in London. It was a festival of Scottish punk 
bands, and there was a bunch of Cockneys there. 
I thought it would be funny if I wore a kilt, but I 
was very frightened of the audience. They noticed 
that my knees were knocking. They were literal-
ly shaking. I was so nervous. You could see my 
knees because I was wearing a kilt. They started a 
chant, this Cockney chant. They were all shouting, 
His knees are knocking! His knees are knocking! 
It was an exercise in humiliation. Yeah, I think 
humiliation. 

 
Was there a moment when you realized you 

could succeed at it?
Not particularly like that. When I talk to oth-

er comedians, they understand this. When it went 
really bad, like that gig at the Scribner where the 
audience were chanting, His knees are knock-
ing, and I died on stage. When I came off, it 
was a weird kind of like, Oh man, I want to do 
that again. Comedians understand that it’s hard 
because you’re like, Why would anyone want to 
do that again? But you kind of do. I don’t know 
what it is. I want another crack at it. It’s weird. 

 
Was there a time when you felt like giving up?
No, I don’t really think so. I think that it’s all 

part of the, especially now, I just kind of roll into 
it. It feels like I belong there. I’m very comfortable 
doing what I do. I like doing it. It’s relaxing for me 
in another way to be on stage. 

 
What’s your favorite part about doing stand-

up, Craig? 
I think the immediacy and the organic nature of 

it. The fact that it’s not the same show every night. 
That it is an analog experience. It’s not, you know, 
I’m a 20th-century boy. I mean, I have a phone 
and I have a computer, but I like being in the dark 
with the audience. It is a visceral kind of immedi-
ate, authentic feel to me that I’ve never fallen out 
of love with.

The Friday crowd laughed at the young com-
ic’s jokes about sharing his Kindle account with 
his mom, and her shocking taste in racy books, 
why all service workers should be tipped like 
strippers (“I’m throwing a dollar at my barista”), 
and how a person’s milk preference is a clue to 
their religion — “almond is astrology.”

Danny Pee and Mike Dupont co-hosted, each 
doing their own five-minute sets. Danny Pee 
began coming to the Strange Brew when it start-
ed, looking to scratch his comedy itch. He did a 
solid set, landing with funny observations, such 
as his belief that fast food and smoking are basi-
cally the same vice.

Both cigarettes and cheeseburgers make you 
smell bad and feel ashamed enough to hide the 
noxious habit from your spouse, he noted. “I 
keep an extra shirt in the car,” he said. “I change 
into it after going to McDonald’s, so my wife 
doesn’t pick up the stink.”

That the open mic began as live entertainment 
was returning helped him make the leap into 
standup. “I’d been holed up, watching YouTube 
videos, thinking, ‘Where can I find that thing 
under my nose that I’m very interested in right 
now?’ This was one of those things,” he said. “I 
went, and never stopped showing up.”

Laugh Attic was launched by Ben Davis, 
who handed it over to him in 2024. Davis “real-
ly brought it up out of nowhere” and looked to 
him as someone a bit older and thus a depend-
able choice to keep it going; plus, he wanted it. 
“I think that he saw in me this desire to be there; 
I really hadn’t missed one open mic.”

The event has attracted interest from Rob 
Steen, who’s been doing comedy shows in New 
Hampshire longer than anyone. He’s showcased 
a deep lineup of comedy talent, including book-
ing both Dunn and Lavallee early on, by keeping 
an eye on events like Laugh Attic, along with the 
recent explosion of open mics.

“Rob’s been through several times,” Dan-
ny Pee said. One open mic comic got booked at 
Chunky’s, a Steen venue, after he mentioned in 
his set that he worked there. “A light bulb went 
off for Rob … I don’t know how the set went or 

anything, but that was something that transpired 
from one of his most recent visits.”

Even with Steen’s network, large events and 
small open mic nights seemingly popping up 
everywhere, there’s room for more in the state’s 
comedy scene. Lavallee is excited to add another 
element to the mix with Queen City Center Com-
edy, with more bookings due to be announced.

“If there’s anything I missed from comedy, it’s 
producing a killer show,” he said. It’s something 
he did in both music and comedy for a big chunk 
of his 15-20 years as an entertainer. “Knowing I 
had the opportunity to do it again here, I jumped 
on it because, again, that’s the thing I miss the 
most.”

He sees his role as restoring the energy he and 
Carter created, while shining a light on a brand of 
comedy that he believes is mostly missing in the 
area. “Rarely do you see cutting edge … some-
one on their way up, before they do the Wilbur,” 
he said. “The shows that I produce here are going 
to fill that void.”

Landscapes and architecture among works at gallery opening

Glimpse Gallery in Concord will have cre-

ations for sale from six artists at its upcoming 
month-long show, done in a range of media 
from acrylic and oil to volcanic pumice and 
flakes of titanium. And it will serve as a muse-
um of sorts for a local architect to show the 
process and product of his profession.

Many artistic moods are shown on the col-
lected canvases. Andrew Freshour’s ink and 
watercolor works are fanciful and fun, from 
the playful gourmand at the center of “A 
Menagerie of Petite Treats” to the movement 
and flow of “Celestial Pilgrimage,” an array of 
storybook characters ascending to the clouds.

A few more are classical, one resembles 
a playing card, and the rotund caricatures in 
“Tea’d Off”  and “La Reine du Gateau” are 
also delightful. 

“You truly never know what you’re going 
to get when you come into Glimpse,” gallery 
owner Meme Exum said with a laugh. “These 
are clearly conversation starters, or stoppers 
… all perfectly framed and matted.”

Schenectady, New York-based artist Jeni 
Follman’s evocative landscape oil paintings 
are a focal point of the show, Exum continued. 

“She’s one of those artists that just has such 

a style that is intrinsic to her,” Exum said. 
“She’ll have a large piece in the foyer, and 
in the second room in the gallery, hung salon 
style.”

The gallery’s curator Christina Landry-Boul-
lion will display some of her monochromatic 
charcoal works, a departure from mixed media 
works shown at past Glimpse shows like 
“Lavender Peony,” “Blueberries” and “Mac 
Apple.” “Not what you see on her portfolio,” 
Exum said, “but these three large charcoal 
white, varying grays and black pieces.”

Painter Abigail Wade grew up in rural New 
Hampshire, but her impressionistic landscapes 
move beyond country life. “Morning on the 
Mississippi” captures a spare copse of trees 
surrounded by a curve in the river, “Lying 
Awake” has a brilliant urban skyline, while 
a “No Entry” sign at the center of “Green 
Fields” offers an ironic counterpoint to an 
idyllic snapshot. 

Lizzy Berube fully embraces nature and the 
outdoors in her oil and acrylic paintings. “A 
Piece of Sky” has the perspective of some-
one lying in tall grass, staring up at clouds 
over water that look like a majestic mountain. 
“Time to” Go evokes a hiker’s staircase, while 
“Deja Blues” is a lovely meditation on rocky 
coastal waters.

The shows happen six times a year and 
run for a month, while alternating months are 
spent preparing for the next. One of the most 
compelling artists in the April show is Adam 
Sloat, who grew up in a house filled with art 
and music transfixed by Monet, Jackson Pol-
lock and comic books.

Sloat hints at Joseph Cornell’s assemblage 
and Van Gogh’s texture, as he employs a vari-
ety of exotic media in his pieces, with frame 
materials also vital along with the painted 
surface. “Space Babies: Iteration One” is a 
vibrant example that aligns with Sloat’s artist 
statement goal for his art to be “a gateway for 
the viewer to create their own stories for what 
they see.” 

Finally there’s architect William Exum, 
Meme’s husband, who will show the process 

behind a house built on the shore of Lake Tox-
away, North Carolina, last year. “It’s engaging 
with design,” Meme said, adding the display 
has four sketches of the design surrounding a 
high resolution of the finished product.

“It shows people how architects plan out 
every detail when they get a well-designed 
house, not when they get a cookie-cutter big 
mansion,” she said. “From an artistic stand-
point, I love the collaboration of details 
throughout the design.”

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Dear Car Talk:
I have a 2018 GMC 

Canyon with 40,000 
easy miles and a fac-
tory-installed remote 
starter. I always use 
the remote starter and 
am wondering if it 
makes any difference 
to the car which start-

ing method I use?
Is the conventional method easier on the 

vehicle, is the remote method, or does it not 
matter? — Bradley

It matters not, Bradley. It’s all the same to 
the car. 

If the car were a sentient being, it might 
think, “Oh, sure, Bradley, you stay inside 
where it’s 70 degrees, sipping your hot cocoa 
with your slippers on, while I’m out here all 
alone in the freezing cold warming myself 
up.” But that level of spite has never been 
documented in a motor vehicle. 

When you get behind the wheel, a receiv-
er in the ignition system reads a code on your 
key fob. And once it verifies that, yes, you 
have the key and you’re inside the car, it 
allows you to press the Start button, which 
signals the ignition system to take all nec-
essary steps to get the engine running (fuel 

injection, power to the coils, starter motor, 
etc.). 

When you use the remote start button on 
your key fob, you are simply tapping into 
that same system, but from a distance. The 
sequence of buttons you press on your remote, 
along with the information the remote sends 
to the vehicle, essentially turns your remote 
into the Start button. 

In the old days, cars ran very rich when 
they were first started, to keep them from 
stalling. And if you let a car warm up for a 
long time like that, you could do damage. 
Aside from polluting like crazy and wasting 
lots of fuel, you would also shorten the life of 
your catalytic converter by flooding it with 
unburned gasoline for a long time.

But modern engines are computer-con-
trolled, so instead of revving at 2,500 rpm 
for 20 minutes, or until you stabbed the gas 
pedal, cars now run at 1,300 rpm for 20 sec-
onds, and then go to normal idle speed on 
their own. 

So, use the remote all you want, Bradley. 
No engines or feelings will be hurt.

I do think 
that some Depression glass is 
wanted; I also think that as always the best, rarest 
pieces, and those in the best condition, will always 
hold high value in the collectors market.

During the Depression era lots of glassware 
was made. So much of it is still around today. 

Common pieces seem to now 
get pushed back.

I think now I would donate 
it to a fundraising sale or pos-
sibly a yard sale yourself. 
But for value I don’t think I 
would price it more than $1 
or $2 apiece. If there was any 
more value to them I think that 
would have been the pieces 
you didn’t get back.

It was late at night on a Wednesday and 
everyone was asleep except Jeff Wilkins, who, 
ironically, was roasting coffee.

Wilkins is the owner and roaster of Kawa 
(pronounced “Kah-Vah”) Roasters, a small-
batch coffee roasting company in Manchester. 
He was roasting batches of three pounds of 
coffee each. 

“I ordered this machine brand new,” he said, 
laying his hand on a large, stainless steel appli-
ance with a window showing roasting coffee 
beans being tossed and circulated. “This does 
a maximum of three pounds at a roast at a 
time,” he said. “I can buy a machine in this 
same design that will do up to 18 pounds, and 
that’s what I’m hoping to grow into, but at 
the moment this is where I’m at. I do multi-
ple roasts a night, and then I blend them all 
together because it’s all manual. I don’t have 
any automation on this, so it’s all by sight, 
smell, time and temperature. Sometimes I’ll 
get there and that’s the whole point that I mix 
it. If one roast is a little too dark, I blend it with 
one that’s lighter.” 

Wilkins said coffee roasting started out as a 
hobby for him. 

“About three and a half, almost four years 
ago,” he said, “I decided that it was time to 
quit drinking alcohol and needed something 
to stay busy at night. My wife and I love cof-

fee. So I said, hey, let’s learn how to make it. 
So I bought a roaster. It’s a little tabletop, you 
know, $500 job. I set it up in my garage and 
started playing around with it. I started watch-
ing videos, I read articles, and I did whatever 
I needed to do to try and figure out how to do 
this process. I made a lot of bad roasts and I 
burnt a lot of things. I found some things that 
worked, and eventually I kind of settled in on 
a, I’ll call it a recipe, that worked for the tastes 
that we like to come out of the beans.”

This led to gifts of home-roasted coffee to 
family and friends, who eventually convinced 
Wilkins to start roasting coffee professional-
ly. Although he sells his coffee at a number of 
farmers markets and other events, most of his 
focus is on custom-roasting coffee beans for 

individuals and small businesses. 
“I can do customized roasts for those that 

want to do their own unique blends,” he said. 
“I can do [bespoke] roasting where if you’re a 
cafe or a baker that’s doing, you know, 20, 30, 
40 pounds a week and you want to private-la-
bel it, I’ll roast them and put them in your 
bags. Or I can do wholesale. So I can pretty 
much do whatever somebody wants.”

Wilkins said a lot of the variety in the fla-
vor of coffee comes from how dark it has 
been roasted, but also from where it has been 
grown. 

“There are so many different varieties of 
coffee,” he said, “ just like there’s so many dif-
ferent varieties of wine. But you can grow a 
chardonnay grape in California, and it’s going 
to taste completely different than a chardon-
nay grape coming from Europe. It’s because of 
the terroir, the conditions specific to where it 
was grown — it’s the nutrients, it’s the water, 
it’s the temperature, all plays a part in it. The 
same thing is true about coffee.”

This means coffee grown in different parts 
of the world, Wilkins said, often needs to be 
roasted differently. 

“On my website I sell coffee beans from 
Costa Rica, Brazil, El Salvador, Vietnam, 
Thailand, and Sumatra. The Vietnamese cof-
fee is unbelievable. I [roast] that one to a 
medium dark roast. It brings out a nice, almost 
like a Baker’s chocolate flavor to it at the end 
of the sip. I have tried the Sumatra as a light 
roast and it’s like drinking tree bark, it’s just 
terrible, but you take it to the darker levels and 
you get some really nice flavors coming out of 
it. Same thing with the Costa Rica. That bean 
lends itself to a lighter roast to pick up those 
nuances.”

Kawa roasts custom coffee blends

One of Manchester’s most recent tradi-
tions is built on a foundation of rum and lime 
juice. The Third Annual Manchester Daiq-
Off, a daiquiri-making competition hosted 
by 815 Cocktails & Provisions, will pit some 
of Manchester’s best bartenders against each 
other to make the best, fastest and most origi-
nal daiquiris this Sunday, April 12.

“This is a competition to make one of the 
most simple classic cocktails,” said Sarah 
Maillet, co-owner of 815, “which is the dai-
quiri. So you’ve got lime, simple syrup and 
rum.” Because it is such a simple cocktail, it 

is a good indicator of a bartender’s skill, she 
said. There’s nowhere to hide.

“This competition is [between] local bar-
tenders who come together and it’s based on 
speed, accuracy and taste,” Maillet said. “The 
first round is about making the fastest, clean-
est daiquiri possible. And then from there the 
competition narrows until the finalists, the 
last two, face off head to head. But as much 
as this is about our industry, the public is 
obviously welcome. It encourages the public 
to participate because It’s really cool to see a 
showcase of talent like this. It reminds peo-
ple that the bar and restaurant industry is at 
its best when it’s a little bit competitive, may-

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be chaotic at times, but a whole lot of fun.”
The Daiq-Off is a bit of a metaphor for 

that industry, Maillet said, observing that 
there has been a change in attitude among the 
area’s bars and restaurants over the past few 
years. 

“When my business partner Ryan and I 
opened 815 11 years ago, we didn’t get much 
of a welcome,” she said. The things that we 
heard were like, ‘I’ll give them a year.’ Over 
the past few years though, you’ve seen more 
of a banded community coming together.” 
An increasing number of bars have embraced 
craft cocktails, she said, and the owners and 
bartenders of most of them have known each 
other for years. “So it’s just like the camara-
derie was instilled in friends already before 
it was implemented into the [bar] communi-
ty, and I feel like it’s just had a ripple effect 
through the greater Manchester communi-
ty over the years.” Perhaps symbolic of that 
spirit, restaurateur Nick Carnes from Shop-
per’s Pub and Eatery will be the announcer 
and emcee of this year’s Daiq-Off.

The competition will consist of three 
rounds, Maillet said. 

“The first two rounds are all about speed, 
accuracy and taste. And then the wild card 
at the end, where [the competitors] have the 
ability to bring an ingredient, like a simple 
syrup or some sort of thing, to add in to the 
wild cards at the last round. They have a lit-

tle bit more time, but the judging is based 
more on the creativity side of daiquiris.” Last 
year’s overall winner was Marissa Chick, 
at the time the bar manager of the Birch on 
Elm, with a bubble-gum daiquiri that includ-
ed a handcrafted tincture that took more than 
a week to prepare.

Maillet said there will be 15 competitors 
this year, all but one of whom are Manches-
ter bartenders. 

“We will have one home bartender who 
came the first year,” she said. “So in my 
opinion, he’s grandfathered in. So he’s com-
ing back this year. He wasn’t here last year. 
I’m pretty excited about that. Then as far as 
the breakdown goes, we didn’t limit the num-
ber of bartenders per establishment this year. 
We want this to be a snapshot of the industry 
itself. So for the places with several entrants, 
they’re going to go head against each other. 
For example, there will be  four bartenders 
from the [Wild] Rover. They’ll all go head-
to-head with each other, and then one Rover 
bartender will move on into the rest of the 
competition.”

Frozen Peanut Butter Salad

From the 1933 recipe book-
let Cooking with Cold by the 
Kelvinator Refrigerator Co.:

1 8-ounce package cream 
cheese

1/3 cup (90 g) peanut but-
ter — I’m not sure what the 
peanut butter was like in the 
1930s, but I used a mainstream, 
brand-name, lots-of-sugar-salt-
and-stabilizers peanut butter. 
The kind your kids like.

2 medium-sized jalapeño 
peppers — the original recipe 
calls for half a cup of diced green pepper, but this 
gives it a bit of flavor. Check out the heat lev-
el before you use them, but given how mild the 
jalapeños in New Hampshire supermarkets are 
you are unlikely to do yourself an injury.

½ cup chopped pimento — this isn’t some-
thing you run across every day. I roasted and 
chopped a red bell pepper instead (see below).

½ cup (about 40 g) chopped celery
½ teaspoon paprika
½ teaspoon salt
1 Tablespoon fresh squeezed lemon juice
¼ cup mayonnaise
¼ cup whipping cream

Roast a red bell pepper.
Place a bell pepper — it can be any color, but 

red is the most dramatic — on a baking sheet 
with a piece of parchment paper or a silicone 
mat. (The pepper will release some liquid as it 
roasts, and this will help prevent a mess in the 
stove.)

Move one of the racks in your oven to its 
highest position and set the oven to a low broil. 
Leave the pepper to completely char, then turn it 
with a pair of tongs to char the other side. When 
the entire surface of the pepper has burned to a 
papery consistency, take it out of the oven and 
place it in a sealed container — a bowl with a fit-

ted lid will work well for this, 
or even a regular bowl, with a 
plate on top.

Now walk away. Leave the 
pepper to steam for 20 minutes 
or so. The hot pepper juices — 
some of which have leaked out 
onto the baking sheet you were 
prepared enough to lay down 
— will loosen up that papery, 
charred skin. Now you can 
wipe it away from the body 
of the pepper with your fin-
gers — which will get sticky 
and gross. And the actual pep-

per will fall apart in your hand. You will have to 
wipe the seeds away, and flick them into the sink 
— also a little gross. (This is why TV chefs don’t 
do this on camera.) But you will be left with a 
beautiful, perfectly roasted pepper that you can 
chop up for this recipe.

Putting together the rest of this “salad”:
Cream the cream cheese and peanut butter 

together until they are light and fluffy, then mix 
in the peppers, celery, seasonings, and lemon 
juice. Set aside briefly.

Whip the heavy cream and mayo together 
until fluffy, then fold it into the rest of the mix-
ture. Spoon it into a lidded container, and freeze 
for several hours, then cut it into cubes and serve 
it to a confused but impressed dinner date.

Looking at the list of ingredients, at this point, 
you are probably saying to yourself, “There’s 
no way.” This seems like a very odd dish. And I 
have to confess that I have no idea how or why 
anyone came up with it, but it is — hold on to 
your hat — very tasty. It’s just very unexpected. 
If you find that you’ve become jaded and your 
palate has become numb to caviar, truffles and 
wagyu beef tartare, this might be a dish that 
jolts you back to your senses and braces you to 
soldier on for another day.

Which is not to say that this wouldn’t go 
super-well with a glass of Champagne.

Although they both cut their teeth in differ-

ent parts of the country, these two blues-guitar 
brothers-from-other-mothers, Lee Durham and 
Brandon Gauthier, have built a sizable follow-
ing in New Hampshire, where they met and 
joined forces in 2023. They’ve logged hun-
dreds of shows in the area, culminating in this 
debut album’s release show at Concord’s Bank 
of New Hampshire stage in December, a bullet 
point that should tell you they’re serious about 
putting the state on the record industry map, at 
least so they don’t have to go back to slugging 
it out in L.A. or Nashville, where they did have 
some success individually. Their net vibe is, as 
Hippo’s own Michael Witthaus observed, a sort 
of “psycho-delic” approach to blues, one part 

Chuck Berry to one part jam-band-meets-Pink Floyd immersion, with looong rootsy passages 
being driven into your brain until you can’t help but — admire the sound, whether as a musi-
cian or a fan. No, there’s something here for sure, at the very least a combination of selflessness 
between two wonderfully talented guitar soloists and a desire to rebirth their 70-year-old genre, 
no easy trick. They absolutely deserve your support, so get out there, would you? A+ —Eric

Neurosis, An Undying Love For A Burning World (Neurot 
Recordings)

I’m not a fan of this vanguard sludge-metal 
band, and, um, uh, never really was, but nev-
ertheless I figured it was as good a time as 
any to see how my tummy would react to this 
new album, given that some of you are under 
the mistaken impression that just because I’ll 
review other self-indulgent doom-soundscap-
ers like Sunn(((O))) it means I approve of this 
kind of thing.

• Moving right along, the warmer weather is coming quick, in fits and starts and 
total fake-outs, so naturally new albums are beginning to pile up, all of them hoping to 
soundtrack your summer. Let’s pretend you have expendable income and can buy one 
or all of the albums releasing this Friday, April 10, which one(s) to choose? Maybe it’s 
the new one for all you Generation X grandparents, Hope And Fury by Joe Jackson, 
who was famous in the 1980s for the incel national anthem, “Is She Really Going Out 
With Him,” which everybody thought was Elvis Costello because it sounded exact-
ly like him (and, well, half the songs that came out from pub-pop bands in the ’80s). 
He also had a hit with the almost as awful “Look Sharp,” but what I remember most 
from that dude was a totally ignored song from the Look Sharp album, called “Fools 
In Love,” because back in those days I was a young rock singer on a mission, the wild-
ly idiotic sort of mission that only 20-year-olds who hate college take on: For a year 
straight, I tried out for every single band in the Boston area that put out an ad for one, 
and I mean literally every single one, and got an offer from all of them because appar-
ently there were no other singers in the city.

good, and they made me learn “Fools in Love,” a really stupid ska/reggae tune that 
totally ripped off Elvis Costello’s “Watching the Detectives,” but somehow I didn’t 
mind it and still remember most of the words to this day, and that is my Joe Jackson 
story.

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Frog and Other Essays 
by Anne Fadiman (Farrar, 
Straus & Giroux, 171 pages)

Anyone with a passing 
knowledge of poetry knows 
of Samuel Taylor Coleridge, 
the English poet who com-
posed “The Rime of the 
Ancient Mariner” and “Kub-
la Khan” (the latter said to 
have been written under the 
influence of opium).

Far fewer know of his 
firstborn son, David Hart-
ley Coleridge, frequently 
referred to by friends and 
family as “Poor Hartley.” 
Essayist Anne Fadiman 
plucks the lesser Coleridge 
out of popular obscurity in Frog (And Other 
Essays), a collection that offers an eclectic assort-
ment of subjects, from the titular frog, a family 
pet that wound up in the freezer, to the men on a 
doomed polar expedition who produced a news-
paper/literary magazine to help them endure the 
long and depressing Antarctic winters. 

All are, in a word, a delight.
“Frog” is the first of seven. It chronicles the life 

and death of Bunky, who entered the Fadiman 
household as a tadpole shipped in a Styrofoam 
container. The brand was called “Grow-a-Frog” 
and it wasn’t until later that Fadiman learned of 
Bucky’s heritage: He was an African clawed 
frog who looked “as if a regular frog had been 
bleached and then put in a panini press.” Bunky 
lived, more or less happily, with the family for 
about 17 years, although Fadiman notes that she 
would sometimes “hear him softly calling for a 
mate he would never meet” when she got up for 
a middle-of-the-night snack.

Bunky’s story meanders. Fadiman leads us 
through short discussions of various family 
pets and varied anecdotes of Bunky’s limited 
life, some of which, she admits, now cause her 
regret. When he died, “I mourned for all frogs in 
too small-aquariums. All the fish brought home 
from fairs in plastic bags. All the turtles bought 
on impulse, vegetating in plastic lagoons. All the 
baby alligators flushed down toilets.” Her attempt 
to honor him in death, however, doesn’t go as 
intended, and he winds up spending an extended 
time in the refrigerator, because “It’s easy to for-

get you have a frog in your 
freezer when he’s behind the 
frozen tamales.”

“The Oakling and the 
Oak” is the surprisingly 
riveting tale of “Poor Hart-
ley,” which shows that the 
travails of a child growing 
up in the shadow of a larg-
er-than-life parent is a story 
that has existed since Adam 
and Cain. 

Hartley didn’t kill anyone, 
but he was a disappointment 
to his father, even though 
he was not without talent 
himself, and his father was 
enamoured of him when he 
was a child. (“By the time he 
was seven, it is no exagger-

ation to say he had inspired some of the greatest 
poems ever written in English,” Fadiman writes. 

In fact, it was that early outpouring of love 
that could have been a problem: “A penumbra 
of impossible expectation began to settle around 
Hartley’s head” and the poems his father wrote 
about him described the boy “as more spirit than 
mortal, a child who did not walk so much as lev-
itate.” But STC turned out to be an absentee 
father, and Hartley turned out to be something 
of an irresponsible young adult; despite a strong 
intellect, he lost a coveted fellowship, in part 
because, as the college dean wrote, “he was often 
guilty of intemperance and came home in a state 
in which it was not safe to trust him with a can-
dle.” It wasn’t long before father and son were 
not on speaking terms. He never married, and 
Fadiman describes a poignant deathbed scene 
where Poor Hartley, who loved babies but nev-
er had children, asked to hold a neighbor’s infant 
as he was dying. As is her wont, Fadiman leaves 
us wanting to learn even more about the various 
subjects she writes about.

In “South Polar Times” she offers evidence 
that “the value of a periodical cannot be judged 
by the size of its circulation.” Case in point: 
the newspaper/literary magazine produced by 
Antarctic explorer Robert Falcon Scott and his 
team. “There was only one copy of each of its 
twelve issues, to be shared (depending on the 
year) by between thirteen and forty-seven read-
ers.” Because the sun in Antarctica set in April 
and rose in August, depression was as much a 

problem as the cold. A publication featuring the 
work of the crew, all submitted anonymous-
ly, was one of Scott’s antidotes to misery (along 
with brandy and theatrical shows); contributors 
deposited their poems, essays and other articles 
into a mahogany box for consideration. 

The originals still exist; Fadiman, having 
long held interest in arctic expeditions, once 
reviewed a compilation of them, marveling at the 
illustrations done by Dr. Edward Wilson, the Dis-
covery’s assistant surgeon, who also happened to 
be a zoologist and artist. (Wilson was among the 
men who perished alongside Scott after discov-
ering that Roald Amundsen had beaten them to 
the South Pole.) 

Again, more books will have to be read, for 
having read Frog.

Not all of Fadiman’s topics are so poignant. 
In “My Old Printer,” she rues her unwillingness 
to part with old printers. (“Why couldn’t I treat 
my printer the same way I’d treat an elderly rel-
ative who, if spared the indignity of intubation, 
would succumb to a painless bout of pneu-
monia? Why couldn’t I just let nature take its 
course? It’s because I and most other people my 
age are cumbersome ourselves. We are hard to 
upgrade. We are not adaptable. Our memories 
are short on disk space. … We are all HP Laser-
Jet II printers.”)

In “All My Pronouns,” she takes us through a 
brief history of pronoun controversies, from her 
Yale students adapting they/them to the Quakers 
who insisted on addressing everyone as “thou” 
even though the usage demoted in social stand-
ing some of the people who were addressed.

(In 16th-century Europe, she writes, “there 
were few more efficient ways to dishonor a man 
than to ‘thou’ him.”)

In “Screen Share,” she tells her pandemic sto-
ry, which while interesting is no more or less 
interesting than yours — pretty much everyone 
over the age of 15 has an interesting pandemic 
story to tell these days.

She finishes with “Yes to Everything,” a trib-
ute to one of her students (“Thin. Beautiful. 
Long reddish-brown hair. Long legs. Flagrantly 
short skirt. Nimbus of angry energy.”) who had 
been told by a visiting novelist “that making it as 
a writer today was virtually impossible.” It will 
punch you in the gut, is all I’ll say. Read with 
tissues. And don’t buy your kids frogs. A —Jen-
nifer Graham

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The Testament of Ann Lee (R)
I’d have given Amanda Seyfried 

an Oscar nomination for playing 
Shakers church founder Ann Lee in 
this sorta-musical biopic, which is 
now streaming on Hulu.

Seyfried presents a compelling perfor-
mance as Lee, a woman who believes she is 
having visions guiding her religious convic-
tions and pushing her beyond the mainstream 
Church of England of 18th-century Manches-
ter, England. The musical aspect of the movie 
— singing and dancing often presented as a 
heightened form of worship — fits in nicely 
with the slightly-out-of-the-world nature of 
Ann Lee. She grows up in Manchester, work-
ing in a cotton mill and later as a cook in an 
asylum, but is also constantly active in her 
pursuit of a religious home. When she finds 
Jane and James Wardley, leaders of a Shak-
ing Quakers church in the town, she seems 
to enjoy the ecstatic movements of their style 
of prayer, as well as the relatively egalitarian 
approach to gender. When visions lead her to 
become a preacher in her own right as Moth-
er Ann Lee, she and the Wadleys decide she 
should set sail for America with a party that 
includes her brother William (Lewis Pull-
man), her longtime friend Mary (Thomasin 
McKenzie, who is also the movie’s narrator) 
and her somewhat reluctant husband Abraham 
(Christopher Abbott). Abraham is not thrilled 

that one of Ann’s revelations is that celibacy, 
even in marriage, is the only way to get closer 
to God — a fact that the movie puts in con-
text of Ann’s four pregnancies that resulted in 
children who died before they were one year 
old. In the U.S., Ann and her followers slowly 
build a church community — one full of some 
truly lovely furniture — but also deal with the 
persecution of being a relatively fringe reli-
gion with a woman in charge.

In addition to the good work by Seyfried, 
the movie is lovely to look at — lit and framed 
like a live tableau of 18th-century paintings. 
The look of the movie conveys the emotion 
and helps put you in this world where religion 
plays this very un-21st-century role not only 
in society but also in the internal lives of the 
characters. B+ On Hulu and available for pur-
chase.

As the Hayley Jane Band’s third show of a 

tour-opening weekend began in Delaware in 
late March, the group played their leader to 
the microphone, and she began “Daydream,” a 
perfect choice. The singer danced dervish-like 
while belting out lyrics with celebratory verve, 
lost in a moment of ecstasy.

This happens every performance, dating 
back to when she fronted Hayley Jane & the 
Primates, a band born in her days at Berklee 
College of Music. She hypnotically sways, 
twists, throws her long hair to the sky, then 
grooves to the microphone, channeling rock 
and soul standard bearers like Janis Joplin and 
Lydia Pense.

“In these moments, I’m awash in pure 
unadulterated joy,” she wrote in February 
2025. “Letting the music flow through me. 
Nothing can touch me when I’m in that envel-
oping womb of frequency. I couldn’t care less 
what it looks like to anyone. It’s the best feel-
ing in the world.”

Hayley Jane and her current lineup of gui-
tarist Jackson Bower, keyboard player Parker 
McQueeney and the combo of Sam Lyons and 
Tom Gladstone on drums and bass return to 
Shaskeen Pub on April 11 for a show with 
Espejismo Band opening. It’s a hometown gig 
for Hayley Jane, who moved to nearby Litch-
field a couple of years ago. 

Their most recent album is 2021’s Late 
Bloom, and the single “One More Day” arrived 
in late 2024, but there’s new music on the way. 
“The first song we put together is called ‘Ori-
gami Ghost,’” Hayley Jane said. I got to paint 
this beautiful picture over this awesome funk 
song … there’s a lot of funk.”

She described another new one called 
“Hope” as big and anthemic. “It’s got a late 
2000s emo, Dashboard Confessional vibe,” 

she said. “I don’t know how to explain it 
because I’ve never been good at describing 
genre. I should take a music history class or 
something.”

Or probably not. The charm with her music, 
both in the Primates and in her new band, is 
it’s a moving target. 

“I love rock ’n’ roll, I love exploratory jams, 
I love letting the boys cut loose,” she said. “I 
love storytelling, old blues, Taj Mahal and I 
love drama. So I don’t know how to talk about 
genre, because that’s not where I’m coming 
from.”

When Hayley Jane and the Primates reunit-
ed for the 2022 Northlands Festival, it was a 

one-off show. 
“We’ve all got lives and babies, every-

body’s in their 40s now,” she said. “They were 
kind of like, ‘Hey, we’re not really looking to 
tour,’ and I said, ‘That’s fine.’ So I found some 
guys that were really looking to get out there.”

The Hayley Jane Band will return to this 
year’s Northlands Festival at the Cheshire 
Fairgrounds in Swanzey June 19 to June 21. 
They’re also at another familiar gathering, 
Strange Creek Campout in rural Greenfield, 
Mass., May 22 to May 25. Fans will hear 
some older material originally meant for her 
old band, due to appear on an upcoming record 
by her new one.

“Justin Hancock of the Primates was my 
co-writer for years; I didn’t want these songs 
to disappear, so it makes me really happy that 
they’re going to be going on this album,” she 
said. “I’ve been touring with this band now 
for two years, and so we’re finally getting into 
that comfort zone.”

At one point while she was swaying, shout-
ing and singing her way through “Daydream” 
that Sunday in Delaware, Hayley Jane quoted a 
line from the Monkees hit “Daydream Believ-
er.” It was a fitting nod to a time in music for 
which she has a clear affinity. When compared 
to a dancer at a tie-dyed Grateful Dead con-
cert, she took the compliment with glee.

“I carry that spirit and the energy of the ’60s 
and ’70s,” she said. “It’s in me, just embed-
ded. My parents listened to the music, like my 
dad was really into CCR and Janis [and] that 
whole time always called to me. I always feel 
like maybe in a past life I was there.”

Give Me a Break
Over 400,000 units, or 13 tons, of Kit-Kat 

bars were stolen in Europe the week of March 
23, USA Today reported. The chocolate-cov-
ered wafers were nabbed in transit on their 
way from Italy to Poland. The stolen sweets 
were not the typical log-shaped wafers, but 
special Formula 1 car-shaped Kit-Kat bars. 
The thieves have yet to be apprehended, and 
the candy has not yet been recovered. In 
response, Nestle, the Swiss-based company 
that distributes Kit-Kats, launched a Kit-Kat 
tracker website on April 1 — and that’s not an 
April Fools’ joke.

If the number is con-
firmed to be from the stolen batch, Nestle 
said, the consumer or retailer “will be giv-
en clear instructions on how to alert KITKAT 
who will then share the evidence appropriate-
ly.”

Clowning Around
In February, Bolivia’s Ministry of Edu-

On Monday, March 30, 
the Associated Press reported that an unlikely 
group took to the streets of La Paz to pro-
test the new decree: not students or parents, 
but clowns, in their recognizable face paint 
and red noses.
