Formula recall

Parents and caregivers are advised not to
use Nara Organics Powered Infant Formula,
according to a New Hampshire Department
of Health and Human Services Division of
Public Health press release from June 14.

“The company has voluntarily recalled the
products, which have been linked to a mul-
tistate outbreak of infant botulism. There
have been no reports of illnesses associated
with this recall in New Hampshire to date,”
the release said. “Nara Organics Powdered
Infant Formula was distributed national-
ly across Target retail stores, Target.com,
and Nara.com between July 2025 and June
2026,” the release said.

“Infant botulism happens when a baby
swallows spores from a type of bacteria
called Clostridium botulinum, which leads to
the bacteria multiplying and producing tox-
ins in the baby’s large intestine. The earliest
signs of illness may be constipation, difficul-
ty feeding (sucking and swallowing), a weak
and altered cry, or muscle weakness, which
can progress to paralysis and difficulty
breathing. Anyone with an infant experienc-
ing any of these symptoms should notify
their infant’s healthcare provider immediate-
ly,” the release said. See fda.gov and click on

June weather brings gunkier water

As reported by WMUR in a June 4 online article, several blooms of cyano-
bacteria have already been reported in New Hampshire lakes. The blooms are
colonies of “blueish-green algae that lives in nutrient-rich water,” the WMUR
article said. “It’s often bright green, foamy and really smelly. Cyanobacteria
blooms tend to spread in freshwater bodies across New Hampshire during the
warmer months, when there is a lot of phosphorus in the water.” Swimming in
bloom-infested water is not advised and could result in a sore throat, abdomi-
nal pain or liver damage, the report said.

Some seriously ticked-off moose

NHPR reported in a June 8 online article, an upcoming study might provide
some relief for the state’s moose population. “In fall,” NHPR reported, “hordes
of winter ticks latch on to New Hampshire’s moose — sometimes upward of
50,000 per adult animal. Over the course of the winter, the ticks drink their
fill of blood, weakening adult moose and sometimes killing calves.” A study
underway by New Hampshire Fish and Game and the UNH this summer will
collar moose to track their movements and test the viability of spreading their
population over larger areas and reducing tick parasitism.

Comment: Because moose love to browse on young trees where logging
has taken place, data from this study might lead to changes in how timber
might be harvested in New Hampshire in the future, the report said. Visit col-
sa.unh.edu/resource/estimating-monitoring-moose-density-abundance.

A Pinkerton Academy math teacher has been named New Hampshire’s Teach-
er of the Year. “Christa Powers, a math teacher at Pinkerton Academy, was named
New Hampshire’s 2027 Teacher of the Year during a surprise celebration,” the
New Hampshire Department of Education announced in a June 10 press release.”
Powers was chosen for her creative methods of teaching math and her leadership
within the school.” Her colleagues praised her dedication to her students and her
passion for math, as well as her track record of mentoring new teachers.

brewers paying more for aluminum, grain and shipping, plus fresh tariffs on
imported materials. It all rolls down to the price at the register, and the reliably
cheap case is slowly slipping away.”

Chip George gets a unique, ground-level view
on just how much local coffee drinkers love iced
coffee. His company, AAA Ice Cube Delivery,
specializes in making large deliveries to busi-
nesses whose ice makers have broken down
temporarily.

“I’m an emergency service,” George said.
“I have personal relationships with a lot of the
[restaurant] managers, and basically, if they call
me, I’'m there.” He used Dunkin’ as an exam-
ple: “They have hundreds of [ice] machines, and
they break all the time. People pull into Dunkin’
expecting to get an iced coffee, and if they don’t
have ice, you know, it’s a real horror show. In a
day, one location can easily go through a thou-
sand pounds [of ice] — most of them more.’

Angelica Basile is the hospitality manager at
Sunny Cafe in Manchester. She has worked in
coffee for her entire career. (“I love, love cof-
fee so much!” she said.) Her theory is that New
Englanders’ love of iced coffee is tied to a sense
of comfort and predictability.

“I think a big part of it is that it’s easier to get
a consistent cup of coffee when it’s iced,” she
said, “because you don’t have to worry about
temperature. You don’t have to worry about the
texture of your milk and everything. It’s depend-
able. I know that if I go to Dunkin’ today, I can
get the vanilla iced coffee that I got when I was
16, and it’s going to taste exactly the same. And
that means something to somebody. To get your
drink and to not have to question whether or not
you’re going to enjoy it by the time you get to
your office when you’re able to take your first

sip, that matters. It’s dependable. I think it’s a rit-
ual. I'm the same way. Anything with a straw,
you sign me up. So I have to have it in my hand.
It also might have to do with the fact that New
Englanders, in the last 20 years, all decided to
quit smoking at the same time. So the straw plays
a big part, too.”

The coffee

Basile said that another factor with commer-
cial takeout iced coffee is the size of the company
selling it and the quality of the coffee beans they
use. Huge coffee chains have to balance the qual-
ity of the ingredients with the price a customer is
willing to pay. Iced coffee, she said, lends itself
to extras that tend to mask subtle tasting notes of
the base coffee.

Some coffee drinkers have started “to change
their drinks to be more coffee-focused, and then
there’s people that love what they love, with
12 pumps of caramel,” she said, “and there’s
no shame on either way. When a place has a
poor-quality bean or the extraction method is not
up to par, then the flavor’s not there just on its
own and so that’s when we add the sugar and
everything.”

Meg Wright, the owner and operator of Two
Moons Cafe in Manchester, said she serves a lot
of'iced coffee. “Probably 150 cups a day on aver-
age.” She and her staff might serve several cold
coffee drinks at a given time, she said, but they
are all built around the same base coffee.

“We’ve always used a medium roast,” she
said. “That usually goes well with whatever fla-
vors customers ask for. But for the last couple
of weeks I’ve been trying to switch it to a blend

called Blackcraft’s Salem 1692, which is more
of a dark-medium. People seem to enjoy that
more with ice. We use nugget ice, so it tends to
be more drink, less ice.” Wright said her custom-
ers are encouraged to experiment with different
flavors in their iced coffees. “On average, we
have about 15 different flavors. We can make
our house specials with that. But customers can
make any variation. We love making potions
here, we love to just create things and make cus-
tomers happy.”

The add-ons

For Wright and her staff, syrups and flavorings
for iced coffee are not afterthoughts.

“We make half of our syrups in-house,” she
said. “Sometimes getting a syrup is harder than
we’ve counted on — our boysenberry syrup, for
instance. That one turned out to be very involved
and time-consuming. Basically, a boysenberry is
a mix between a blackberry and a raspberry, and
you have to boil those down. You have to strain
out the seeds, and then you can start making the
syrups. But you have to strain the seeds like five
different times. It can take hours before I’'m able
to add the sugars, the cinnamon, and all the oth-
er things I need to to create that thick syrup.”
And some flavors just aren’t team players. “We
made a blueberry-lemon latte at the beginning of
the year and the lemon sang through the whole
thing. It was good, but you could not taste the
blueberry. I was like, ‘OK, that’s not great....””

In spite of the dozens of flavors available at
Two Moons, and the hundreds of possible com-
binations of flavors, Wright said many of her
customers consistently make the same two

Brothers Cortado in Concord has a reputation
among area iced coffee drinkers for making one
of the best cold coffee drinks around. According
to Chuck Nemiccolo, it’s called an Iced Shaken
Muskov.

“The idea behind this drink,” Nemiccolo said,
“is that we like to use this really dark, unrefined
sugar, which gives it a real earthiness but also some
caramelization when it heats up. That’s where the

name came from; ‘muscavado sugar’ is a mouthful
to say, so we changed it to ‘Muskov.””

“What we do is we use a shaker, like you’d find
at like a bar or anything like that, and we mud-
dle bourbon vanilla, which we make in house.
It’s vanilla syrup that we’re famous for as well,
along with the unrefined dark sugar and espresso.
We muddle those together, then we add ice, shake
them up, put them in a cup, and then top it off with

oat milk. It’s a layered beverage, so when the cus-
tomer typically gets it, it’s going to be dark brown
on the bottom, and then it turns to a light color at
the top. It’s creamy. The oats actually provide a lot
of the flavor since we use full-fat oat milk. It has a
very distinct flavor that it also adds to the drink’s
profile, along with that dark sugar and the vanilla
to round it out to give it a three-tiered tasting. It’s
like drinking in three dimensions.”

choices.

“A lot of people just come in and get black
iced coffee; they’re mostly mill workers. And
they’ll just come in, get their coffee, and walk
out. They’re just looking for the caffeine hit;
sometimes they’ll ask for a splash of milk, but
no syrups, no sugars, just straight up. Nothing
fancy, We offer them sugars and milks, but they
tend to opt out. The other iced coffee we get a
lot of is vanilla, because our house-made vanilla
is really, really good. People with the specialties
are people with a little more time on their hands
and a little quirkier. Some people are really into
the sweet stuff, but a lot of our house syrups are
not super-sweet. That’s on purpose, because we
want the coffee to shine. That’s kind of why
we’re here.”

The grind

Smithers Lafferty is the owner of Mill City
Roasting Co., an industrial coffee roasting com-
pany in Londonderry.

“It’s important to get the name right,” he said.
“Mill City Roasters is actually a company that
builds [coffee roasting machines] in Michigan,
and we get their phone calls all the time.”

Mill City Roasting roasts raw coffee beans
and custom blends them for a variety of custom-
ers. Because the vast majority of the beans are
ultimately used to make traditional hot coffees
(including espresso-based drinks), iced coffees
and cold brewed coffee, Lafferty puts a great
deal of thought into coffee brewing, as well as
roasting. He said that to make good coffee of any
kind it’s important to think about everything it
goes through before it touches your lips.

“Originally,” he said, “someone would take
hot coffee and actually pour it over ice.” That
would melt most of the ice and water the coffee
down. Then, he said, kitchens would compen-
sate by making the coffee stronger. “You’d take
a finer grind and a heavier drop-weight to make
a more intense base coffee.”

In coffee parlance, “grind” refers to how tiny
the pieces of roasted coffee beans have been
processed to. The same weight of coffee with
a finer grind will have much more surface area

that comes in contact with the brewing water and
will have a more intense flavor. Beans for espres-
so, for instance, are ground almost to a powder.
“Drop-weight” refers to how much of the ground
coffee — measured by weight — goes into the
basket of the coffee maker. Thus, a finer grind
and a heavier drop-weight results in a stronger
pot of coffee.

“Now,” Lafferty said, “typically, people will
brew the coffee and set it out, let it come to room
temperature, and then refrigerate it. The cof-
fee we sell to be used in iced coffee is usually a
slightly darker roast, which has a fuller taste. We
recommend that the users grind it finer [than for
hot coffee] and use a heavier drop-weight. Typ-
ical drop weights [for a standard 64-ounce pot
of coffee] are two ounces to three ounces. For
iced coffee we recommend a three-and-a-half-
ounce drop weight.” This is the brewed coffee
that is left to cool to room temperature, then
refrigerated.

Cold brew

Then there is cold brew.

“Cold brew is coffee extraction without hot
water,” Lafferty said. “Hot water is what pulls
the oils, the tannins, the essence out of coffee
grounds during a typical three to three and a half
minute brew cycle. Cold brew alleviates the heat,
so the coffee grounds steep in room temperature
or cold water for 12 to 24 hours, depending on
what strength you want. Caffeine extracts differ-
ently, so cold brew is a much more caffeinated
product. There’s a deepness and a richness to it.
We do it for our customers in filter bags to make
it easy for them. And with cold brew, you grind it
the opposite of iced coffee — you grind it coars-
er because it’s in contact with the water for so
long. If you were to grind it finer It would just
be far too overextracted.” Additionally, he said,
there are some chemical compounds in ground
coffee that are only released with heat, so cold
brew will actually have a different chemical
composition than traditionally brewed coffee.

Not surprisingly, Emeran Langmaid, the vice
president of operations of Rare Breed Coffee in
Nashua, has strong feelings about iced coffee.

“I am somewhat opinionated on this,” she
said. “I think the best way to have iced coffee
in the summer is actually to make a cold brew
concentrate. It is basically a one-to-five up to
one-to-eight ratio of coffee to water. That’s by
weight. I make it in a French press, with a coarse
grind. I let it steep for 24 hours, and the benefit is
that you end up with a concentrate that you can
dilute with whatever liquid you want to dilute it
with. So my preference is diluting it with an alter-
native milk and it resembles a quick and easy
iced latte. You can dilute it with water. You can
dilute it with seltzer. You can dilute it with ice
cream. So there’s a lot of different ways that you
can serve that beverage. And that concentrate is
shelf-stable for 20 days in the refrigerator.”

“In terms of like the actual dispensing of it,”
Langmaid said, “because it is refrigerated, ideal-
ly it would be in a pitcher. So if you are hosting
an event, then you would take that concentrate
and dilute it with whatever beverage you want to,
and that would be in a pitcher, which you would
then pour out into glasses with ice.”

Langmaid suggested using standard-sized ice
cubes for iced coffee.

“I wouldn’t use shaved ice or chips,” she said.
“This is not a sipping drink that you’re going to
linger over for a while. You wouldn’t want to use
some of those oversized ice cubes that are used
for cocktails sometimes.”

Straw or no straw? “I think that kind of
depends on the glass that you put it in,” Lang-
maid said. If it’s like a rocks glass, if it’s like a
smaller drink, then I would say no straw. But if
it’s in a tumbler, like a 12- or 16-ounce tumbler,
then I’d put a straw in it.”

Iced coffee at home

According to our experts, there are some gen-
eral principles you should stick to when making
iced coffee.

Start with whole beans. This will allow you
to have more control over how fresh the coffee
is and how fine the grind is. Most supermarkets
have grinding machines in the coffee aisle that
will allow you to grind your beans to whatever
degree of fineness suits you. Most of them will
also calculate and measure the weight of your
ground coffee for you. “They use a timer for a
custom drop-weight,” Smithers Lafferty from
Mill City Roasting said. “You set it for a partic-
ular weight, and the timer turns the grinder off at
the right time for that amount.”

Grind the right amount of coffee for the type
of coffee you want. Lafferty suggested a three-
and-a-half-ounce drop-weight for traditionally
brewed iced coffee.

Don’t dilute the coffee more than you have to.
“We put our coffee in an immediate bath,” Meg
Wright of Two Moons Cafe said. “We put it in
a secondary container, we let it sit in there. We
don’t want to water it down with more ice, so we
don’t add ice to it.”

There are rumors of area restaurants that make
ice cubes from frozen coffee, which will not

water down iced coffee, but they are difficult to
verify. There seems to be a word-of-mouth net-
work of area coffee enthusiasts who keep track
of such things. Lafferty endorsed this idea but
cautioned, “Take the time to make ice cubes —
it’s worth it — but buy yourself a coffee-only
ice tray because you’ll find there’s going to be
a sticky frozen residue. You’ll never make clean
water ice in the same tray again.”

Pay attention to the details when you make
cold brew. Meg Wright from Two Moons Cafe
suggested a 10-hour soak for cold brew. “You
want to make sure you’re submerging all of your
beans,” she said.” Make sure you stir it up every
once in a while.”

For large batches of cold-brew, Smithers Laf-
ferty recommended suspending 5 pounds of
coarse-ground coffee in 5 gallons of water for 10
to 14 hours. He uses large reusable nylon bags to
hold the cold brew grounds, much like a giant tea
bag. These can be purchased online and fit easily
across the rim of a standard (food-safe) 5-gallon
bucket.

Emeran Langmaid uses a ratio of water to
coarse grounds (by weight) to make a concen-
trate, which she said gives the drinker a lot of
flexibility.

Shake it like a Polaroid picture. When Smithers
Lafferty serves iced coffee — either traditional-
ly brewed or cold brewed — he shakes it with
ice and a small amount of whole milk in a cock-
tail shaker. “That gives it a little bit of body,”
explained his wife, Sarah. After shaking, the cof-
fee will have a thick head of foam. “Typically,
cafes will serve it with a foam topper,” Smithers
said, “which they just make out of a little whip-
per. Again, it’s an add-on for them to be able to

maximize some form of marginality in it. Any
little thing that you can differentiate yourself to
seem unique.”

RECIPES

Easy Iced Coffee

3 ounces cold-brew coffee concentrate, home-
made or premade

6 ounces half & half — With iced coffee,
the richness is part of the point. In theory, you
could use any dairy or dairy substitute, but try
to use something with about a 15 percent milk-
fat content.

1 ounce simple syrup — Sugar is resistant to
dissolving into cold liquids. Take a tip from
southern sweet tea enthusiasts and use syr-
up instead. Simple syrup made from sugar and
water will keep the flavor straightforward, but
any flavored syrup will work well here.

Frozen coffee (optional) — Ice cubes made
from frozen black coffee will keep your iced cof-
fee from getting watery if your conversation runs
long.

Garnish — shaved dark chocolate. Freeze a
few squares of your favorite dark chocolate or a
handful of chocolate chips. To garnish your iced
coffee, use a vegetable peeler to sprinkle choco-
late shavings over your iced coffee. Alternatively,
bash a small handful of frozen chocolate chips
with a hammer.

Combine coffee concentrate, half & half, and
simple syrup with ice (preferably frozen coffee
cubes) in a cocktail shaker and shake enthusias-
tically for 10 to 15 seconds, then pour into a tall
glass.

Iced Irish Coffee

3% ounces freshly ground coffee

6 Tablespoons (about %3 cup) brown sugar

14 cups (10 ounces) Irish whiskey

Garnish — gloppy whipped cream

Fill the basket of your coffee maker with 3%
ounces of your favorite coffee. Brew a standard
64-ounce pot of coffee with it.

While it is still hot, stir in the brown sugar. Stir
it more than you think you need to. Because the
coffee is hot, the sugar will dissolve, but it might
take a little convincing.

Leave the coffee to cool to room temperature,
then refrigerate.

When it has cooled to your satisfaction, stir in
the Irish whiskey, and pour into individual glass-
es over ice; frozen coffee cubes would be very
good in this application. Top with a healthy glob
of whipped cream. @

Cue Zero stages Sondheim’s Company

In 1970, Stephen Sondheim and George
Furth’s Company seismically shifted the theater
world. One of the first concept musicals, it was
also groundbreaking for lacking a linear plot, and
for being one of Broadway’s first productions to
deal candidly with modern relationships, dating,
marriage and divorce.

The play follows Bobby, a bachelor turn-
ing 35, as he visits the marriages of his closest
friends, observing, deflecting, then gradually
confronting what he actually wants from life.
It won six Tony Awards, including Best Musi-
cal and Best Score, while receiving a record
14 nominations.

Company contains several Sondheim classics,
including “Ladies Who Lunch,” “Someone Is
Waiting” and “Being Alive.” One song in par-
ticular is a favorite of Dan Pelletier, founder of
Cue Zero Theatre Company. He’s directing a

three-show run of the musical opening June 19
in Salem.

“Sorry-Grateful” is a song built on contra-
diction — the idea that love is both burden and
gift, and neither cancels the other out. For Pel-
letier, it lands differently at 35, both his age and
Bobby’s at the surprise birthday party thrown
by his friends that opens the show, than it did
in his early 20s.

In a recent phone interview he talked about
seeing the show in college.

“This doesn’t make sense,” he recalled think-
ing at the time. “One of my professors told me,
“This is a show you’ll want to come back to in
10 or 15 years’ ... and now, it all makes so much
more sense.”

Pelletier is no stranger to Sondheim. This is
his third time directing the composer’s work;
he’s also helmed productions of Into the Woods
and Assassins at Cue Zero. However, Company
is probably the most personally resonant for him.

“I got married this past October,” he said. “So,
kind of very relevant to me.”

Pelletier takes a minimalist approach to set
design for the Cue Zero production, with the
stage and its furnishings all black and white.

“This represents Bobby’s perception of rela-
tionships and marriage at the beginning of the
play,” he said. “Then the characters have a lot
more color and nuance to them. It shows what he

needs to realize, that it’s not that simple.”

Cue Zero’s three-quarter thrust floor configu-
ration at the Arts Academy of New Hampshire is
a key production element. It’s an intimate black-
box-style space seating 115, with no audience
member more than 20 feet from the perform-
ers. Thus, the crowd isn’t just watching the main
character’s interior life; they’re part of it.

“We want the audience to be treated as an
extension of Bobby’s mind,” Pelletier explained.
“So when the actors are saying certain things,
they can convince all of the other people in
the room of whatever it is they’re trying to get
across.” By using them as co-conspirators, he
continued, the audience believes it’s helping
Bobby come into agreement.

As for whether Bobby’s problem is simple
commitment aversion, Pelletier sees something
more layered.

“A lot of it has to do with a misunderstand-
ing of what it really means to be in an adult
committed relationship,” he said, “and what it
means to be open and vulnerable with another
human being.”

Matt Brides, who plays Bobby, and Pelleti-
er have worked through the vignettes carefully,
treating each not as scenes in chronological order
but as the moments that hit Bobby hardest on his
inward journey.

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Pelletier said, “are not perfectly in alignment.”

More than once, Company was tweaked to
reflect changing times, first by Sondheim and
Furth in the early 2000s. Recent Broadway
revivals have swapped Robert for a female
character named Bobbie in the lead role. Pel-
letier also had thoughts about modernizing it,
but changed his mind.

“I had this vision of the opening number as
a Zoom call, like Bobby trying to FaceTime 13
different people all at the same time,” he said.
“But I just don’t think we’ve got the resources
and the time to do that. Maybe in another five to
10 years I’ll come back to it. Who knows what
social media will look like then?”” e

What shopping carts can teach you about steering

Dear Car Talk:

1 have puzzled over a fea-
ture that all of the vehicles

that I have driven over the

last 65 years possess. And

1 have never understood it.

When I turn a cor-
ner, in either direction,
and loosen my grip of the
steering wheel, the vehi-

cle somehow returns to a
“straight” direction to follow the road. How
does that work? — Steven

I don’t suppose you’d believe that these vehi-
cles are sentient beings, Steven? Didn’t think so.
And I’m assuming you’re asking for a mechani-
cal explanation — not a treatise on modern-day
self-driving Waymos that use sensors and motors
to follow the road without drivers.

The answer is something called caster. Cast-
er is one of three alignment variables on cars
(along with camber and toe) and defines the
angle between the upper and lower steering piv-
ot points.

Here’s the easiest way to understand it: Take
a shopping cart in your local supermarket. Start
turning it and then give it a push. Notice how it
also straightens out?

Now, go and help the clerk restack the 400
cans of Campbell’s soup you just knocked
over, and I'll explain why it does that. If you
look at one of the front wheels, you’ll notice
that there’s a rod that goes up and connects the
wheel to the cart.

And if you look at it from the side, that rod
is toward the front of the wheel and forward of
where the wheel touches the ground. In other
words, most of the wheel is behind that connec-
tion point. That’s known as positive caster. And
because the cart effectively “drags” the wheel
behind it, the wheel follows the cart’s direction
and straightens out.

Why do we use positive caster on our cars?
First, it creates stability. It provides a self-cen-
tering force, so you’re not having to constantly
correct your steering to keep it straight as you
drive. This is particularly useful at higher speeds.

It’s also responsible for the steering return
you ask about. So, you have to actively work
to turn the car, rather than actively work to keep
it straight.

And, finally, it improves handling. It allows
more of the outside, cornering tire’s footprint to
be on the road.

What’s the downside? It requires more effort
to steer the car outside of a straight line. That

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Celebrating 250 and 300

Liberty and Legacy kicks off a summer of history

As it turns out, this summer is not only the
250th anniversary of the signing of the Declara-
tion of Independence.

“It’s 250 for the U.S.,” said Cindy Foote, a
trustee for the Concord Historical Society, “and
for Concord it’s 300 [years]. So we are going to
have a toast.”

The toast will celebrate a gathering of New
Hampshire’s founding fathers in 1776, Foote
said. “The men came and sort of broke down
the arguments of ‘Do we want to be a part of
this? Should New Hampshire be part of [the new
American country] and be the ninth state so we
can ratify and become our own?’ It took place on
June 21, which is why we decided to celebrate
it on June 20, this year. The toast took place at a
house that’s right there on North Main, on June
20, 1788, so we’re going to do the same.”

This year’s toast will be part of “Liberty and
Legacy: a Civic Saturday Social” on Saturday,
June 20, from 1 to 6 p.m. at the Kimball Jen-
kins Estate, 266 N. Main St., in Concord, which
Foote described as a sort of American history
variety show.

“We have performers that are going on the
stage. We have a folk singer who plays guitar.
We’re going to have a reading of the Declara-
tion of Independence, with a man in garb. We’ll
have an organ recital. Obviously, there’ll be a
beer tent [“Obviously,” because most of the
U.S. Founding Fathers were notoriously fond
of drinking.] There will be food trucks, cotton
candy and popcorn. It’s an event that’s free to
the public, but once you get there, some things
will be charged.”

And no, she stressed, the beer will not be
free.

“The Concord Coach will be there,” Foote

continued. An actor named Andrew Pinard
will be on hand, in character as Jonathan
Harrington, a 19th-century magician. “He’s
doing an hour-long show and it’s based on
the time period. We’re going to have histori-
cal interpreters walking around in time period
clothing, chatting.”

And then there’s the toast.

“The mayor is going to come and lead a
toast,” Foote said. “He’ll say a few words, and
then everyone in the audience is going to say
‘HUZZAH!” The Friendly Toast has offered
some sparkling cider to the mayor for the toast.
That will happen three times during the day. So
hopefully everyone will get to experience it.
And Captain Bell’s Company, which is a group
of Revolutionary War re-enactors, they’re
going to shoot off their muskets just before we
say ‘HUZZAH!"”

In addition to historical re-enactment, Foote
said, “Binney Media is actually going to do two
tours of their facility because their facility is
actually a very historic place and they have arti-
facts there and they’ll explain them, so they’re
getting in on the act. There will be farm equip-
ment from Morrill Dairy Farm, some old farm
equipment. Kids’ games are going to be tak-
ing place at Concordia Church. There will be a
whole lineup of old-fashioned games for kids.
We also have coins for sale — it’s a commem-
orative coin. There are only 300 of them, and
when they go, they go.” «@

Lamb barbecue

St. Nicholas kicks off this summer’s Greek food festival season

There are three Greek churches in Man-
chester, and each opens its doors each year to
share Greek culture — and especially Greek
food — with the greater community.

St. Nicholas Orthodox Church, hosts the
first Greek festival in Manchester of the sea-
son: its annual Lamb Barbecue, which will
take place Saturday, June 20, and Sunday,
June 21.

Emorfia Valkanos, who goes by the name
Amy, is the president of St. Nicholas’ Par-
ish Council. She said she is always excited
when it comes time for her church to host the
Barbecue.

“We are the first of the three,” she said,
“and we’re celebrating our 78th year of hav-
ing this event. It’s a lot of great Greek food
that actually came from original recipes from
Greece. So these are like direct recipes from
yayas’ [Greek grandmothers’] kitchens in
Greece and we’ve been keeping those recipes
for 78 years. You feel like you’re stepping
into Greece with the music and the smells of
the food and the sounds. It’s just a very pleas-
ant sensory experience that brings you back
to Greece. It’s really a fun time.”

The event takes place over two days. The
first day celebrates many different Greek
foods, Valkanos said, while the second day
is narrowly focused on one particular food:
gyros. Given that the parish has called the
event a Lamb Barbecue for more than seven
decades, lamb takes center stage.

“The lamb is actually barbecued and it’s
marinated in the old pappous’ [Greek grand-

fathers’] marinade sauce. Then it is put on
skewers and it is charcoal barbecued. And
when that starts cooking, it will make you
hungry even if you’re not actually hungry.
We have a great chicken meal that we mar-
inate in a special Greek marinade and then
also barbecue that.”

According to Valkanos, other Greek dish-
es are prepared by teams of volunteers in
advance.

“We have dolmades,” she said, “which are
grape leaves, which are stuffed with hamburg-
er and lamb and spices. We have the spinach
pita [spanakopita] as a staple, of course. We
have Greek meatballs that are homemade in
a homemade sauce. We have, let’s see, pas-
titsio we serve, which is like a Greek lasagna
topped with a bechamel sauce. And then we
also have our sides, which are going to be
homemade Greek green beans, and we have
the rice and of course the bread is our side.
It’s good food.”

For some people Greek festivals are all
about pastries, and this is something Valkanos
impatiently waits for each year, she said.

“We’ve been working on these as a team.

There’s probably about 10 core members that
do the full-on baking, but we’ve got people
coming in and out to help us make baklava,
the koulourakia, which are the butter twist-
ed cookies. We’re going to have paximadia,
which are a sort of Greek biscotti. They’re
wonderful.” There will also be kataifi, she
said, which are in the baklava family, and
have received a lot of attention during the
past few years as an ingredient in Dubai
chocolate.

There is an ongoing debate at St. Nicho-
las, Valkanos said, about whether they should
make loukoumades, the popular fried dough
balls soaked in syrup. “We don’t have those,”
she said, “at least not this year. There’s a
machine that we would have to purchase that
actually makes them. We’ve been talking
about maybe bringing them back, but right
now they’re not going to be on the menu this
year. We are the smallest of the three church-
es. So this is a big event for us to put on. But
with everything, there’s just so many other
pastries that we’re doing. There’s a selection
that anybody will be happy with.” ##@

They’re all good cakes

Cake Fest expects up to 125 cakes

The idea for Cake Fest came to Susan Witts,
the owner of Susie Q’s Cakery, last winter.

“It was a cold day in January,” Witts remem-
bered. “Obviously, I have a cakery, so I love
cake. I’ve loved cake for a long, long time. And
I thought, let’s have a big party all about cake.
And then I thought, how am I going to do this?
And the rest is kind of history now. We have our
event scheduled for the Deerfield Town Gaze-

bo or Town Hall. If it rains, we’ve rented out the
whole space. And we will have up to 125 cakes
that will be coming.”

Witts stressed that Cake Fest will not be a
competition, but a celebration for people like
her, who just love cake.

“Some people are making their own and so
there’s a little bit of swag involved,” she said.
“We are going to have a Cake Fest photo-op
balloon arch. So if you want to show your cake
off, that’s fantastic. If you want to go to Whole
Foods and get a lovely cake there to share,

that’s fantastic too. This is really about howev-
er you interpret cake.”

Witts said she has been inspired by Cake Pic-
nic, an event that started in San Francisco but
has evolved into a traveling celebration to cit-
ies around the world with the motto “No Cake,
No Entry.”

“I was as intrigued as could be,” Witts said.
They do it in only larger cities, but I thought,
‘Well, dang! Let’s do it in New Hampshire!””’

“So this is just about bringing the cake com-
munity together to share in some sweetness,”

Witts said. “Each person signs up — all tick-
ets are pre-sale, so there will not be any tickets
available the day of the event. So you buy a
ticket. You decide what kind of cake you’d like
to make or where you’d like to buy one. And
then you come to the event. and everyone will
have a ticket and it will be whoever arrives first
gets in line first and groups of 10 will get to go
through the cake walk with pink boxes the size
of large pizza boxes and you fill your box with
slices of everyone’s cake.”

So, in essence, Cake Fest is a chance for cak-
ers to collect slices of cake. To eat. Because it’s
cake.
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Because Cake Fest is a party, Witts said, “we
have a wonderful acoustic musician coming
in. We have a bar service so we’ll have bub-
bly because you have to have bubbly with cake.
There will be face painting. It’s just a real-
ly really wonderful community event and who
doesn’t like cake? Only mean, bad people. So
you can bet that most of the folks there will be
just really kind, wonderful people.”

Witts has heard rumors that some Cake Fest
cakers have been carefully planning their cakes
in extreme detail.

“I teach classes,” she said, “and I have Rus-
sian decorating tips to pipe tulips, and a woman
was attending the class and she showed me
her concept cake and she’s doing the cat from
Demon Hunter. And then another woman has
her favorite spice cake from her grandma. So
it doesn’t have to be elaborate. It really is a
question of what cake do you love from your
childhood? What cake do you want to aspire to
try and decorate? Bring it. Everyone’s cake is
welcome. We’re going to applaud everyone and
they’ll all be delicious.” o

Father’s Day icebox cake

Several years ago, in an action
that can only be described as evil
and motivated by malice, the
National Biscuit Co. (Nabisco)
discontinued a classic product,
its Famous Chocolate Wafers,
which generations of grand-
mothers and Home-Ec teachers
had depended on as the key
ingredient in Icebox Cake.

This modified version of ice-
box cake wuses store-bought
chocolate chip cookies and is
very good — especially for
Father’s Day. It only has four
ingredients and does not actual-
ly involve cooking or baking, so
it can be a decent project for kids
to make.

One suggestion: When preparing food with
small children, measure all the ingredients out
ahead of time, and have everything laid out
before calling the kids into the kitchen. Just trust
me on this.

2 13-ounce packages of chocolate-chip cook-
ies — the crisp kind, not the soft ones with the
odd taste

3 cups (1% pints) heavy cream

8-ounce package of cream cheese

2 Tablespoons powdered sugar

Crush 13 cookies into a bowl or large measur-
ing cup. You could definitely do this in a plastic
bag with a rolling pin, but I find it very satisfy-
ing to hold a couple of them at a time in my hand
and tell them, “Oh, you know what you did,” and
crush them by hand. On the seventh go-around,
there will be one cookie left. Imagine his level of
freak-out as he waits for his fate.

(If your children take a message from this as
well, so much the better.)

Pour the heavy cream over the traumatized
cookies and stir to make sure they’ve all gotten
soaked. Set aside for 10 minutes.

Meanwhile, line a loaf pan with plastic wrap.

If you are like me, the wrap will
flutter around and bond to every-
thing in your kitchen, except
the loaf pan, and this will easi-
ly take the 10 minutes you’ve
set aside for the cookie crumbs
to infuse into the cream. Your
children will learn some colorful
new language. After 10 minutes,
strain the cookie/cream mixture.
Give the leftover cookie sludge
to your least whiny child.

With your electric stand mix-
er or hand mixer, whip the cream
cheese until it is soft and fluffy,
about four minutes. Use the mix-
er’s whisk attachment if you
have one. Whisk in the pow-
dered sugar, then drizzle in the cookie-infused
cream. You will probably need to stop the mix-
er after a minute or so and scrape cream cheese
from the bottom of the bowl, so it mixes well
with the cream. Turn the mixer to its highest set-
ting, and beat the cream cheese/cookie cream
mixture, until it forms stiff peaks.

With a large spoon or a silicone spatula,
spread two globs of the cream mixture across
the bottom of the loaf pan, then lay down a
layer of cookies on top of it. You will have to
break a few in half or into four pieces to fill
any large cookie-gaps. Spread down another
layer of the cream mixture, then another lay-
er of cookies. Continue doing this until you’ve
used up all the cream mixture. Hopefully, you
will have enough for a final creamy layer on
the top of the loaf pan.

You will probably have some leftover cook-
ies. Use your own best judgment, but they will
go really well with freshly made iced coffee
(see the cover story).

Cover the loaf pan with one more piece of
plastic wrap, and refrigerate it for at least six
hours, to let the cookies and the cream reach
a state of détente. An hour before you want to
serve this icebox cake, put it in the freezer, which
will make it easier to slice into servings. #@

Sublime, Until The Sun Explodes (Atlantic Records)

Said to be the last album from the *90s
ska-punk/reggae-rock juggernaut, this one
has Sublime’s fan base more interested in
debating whether or not this-or-that lyrical
theme is focused on former lead singer Brad-
ley Nowell, who died from a drug overdose
in 1996 and left the band a hollowed-out
husk of itself. As some have observed,
this stuff does sound like it came from an
Al bot programmed to make up a bunch of
new Sublime songs, which is pretty low for
a band that hasn’t produced any new mate-
rial in 30 years. Indeed it does sound a lot
more polished than the music that launched
them into the happy-grunge stratosphere and
portrayed them as an antidote to the doom-
er vibes of bands like Alice in Chains, Stone
Temple Pilots and all those guys. Nowell’s son, Jakob, handles the vocals here, which adds to
the disposability of tunes like the Red Hot Chili Peppers-inspired title track and “Can’t Miss
You,” which reads like Andy Grammer trying dancehall on for size. Utterly useless, for com-
pletists only.

Tori Kelly, God Must Really Love Me (Epic Records)

Sixth full-length from this R&B/hip-hop-
diva Californian, who’s sort of becoming
the Jeff Ross of random national talent real-
ity shows. She started out on YouTube, after
which she won the 2004 season of Ameri-
ca'’s Most Talented Kid with a rendition of
Christina Aguilera’s “Keep on Singin’ My
Song,” and then finally broke through in
2010 apparently because she failed to make
the top 24 on American Idol (I can’t explain
it either, don’t ask). Since then she’s been
the titular Masked Singer on that show,
mentored a group of American Idol con-
testants in 2024, etc., always showcasing
her belt-it-from-the-mountaintop singing
style for the benefit of the few people who
still watch that kind of stuff. For this one,
though, she’s all about the *90s, or at least the asphalt-soul ’90s made famous by quasi-R&B
street-pop groups like TLC and Salt n Pepa, which is, um, marketable thinking on her part, let’s
just say.

* June 19 is the next “Here, Have Some Random Albums” Friday, and so random albums
will be coming to your favorite streaming service, the one you pay for by allowing it to
schlurp money out of your bank account every month only because for some reason you’re
too paranoid to rip songs from those “YouTube To MP4” apps because some of them are
obviously heavily infected by hackers, and yet you trust that Pandora or SoundCloud or
whatever will never get hacked by the approximately 12,693,881 MIT undergrads who are
at this very moment determined to hack your chosen “trusted music platform” so they can
steal your credit card to buy disposable laptops for the darkweb, have you changed any of
your passwords in the last nine years, I sure hope you have, you really should. But in posi-
tive news (a Constant Reader said my column of two weeks ago was full of positive energy
and it made him smile, but I’d caution not to get used to this kind of nonsense), Canadian
trio Rush played their first live shows in Inglewood, California, and my social media feeds
would absolutely not shut up about it, so I looked at some of the video, and yes, replace-
ment drummer Anika Nilles took one small step for womankind by adding a few of her own
touches to the sadly departed Neil Peart’s professorial drumming tricks. That was expect-
ed, let’s just say, but what really tugged at people’s heartstrings was her wonderment;
she looked like a kid who’d hit the winning homer in Game 7 of the Little League World
Series. Now, as a lifelong cynic, of course, what I’d like to know is which fusion and prog-
rock drummers refused the offer to join the band; I’m sure there were a few who laughed
them off as a glorified version of Styx or a less-capable Yes (you may recall I’d suggest-
ed Will Kennedy of The Yellowjackets), but past that sort of rather grim fascination, yes,
she “nailed the fills” and whatnot. But anyway, to business, let’s kick off this week with
the final album from San Francisco-born folkie Tucker Zimmerman, who died in January
at the age of 84. Dream Me A Dream is the new album; the title track is a mawkish blue-
grass-tinted affair that saw Zimmerman’s voice reduced to an ineffectual croak, but some
people do dig that stuff.

+ Canadian producer/musician/idiotic-looking-hat-addict Daniel Lanois couldn’t just give
his new sleepy instrumental album a title that would make it easy for me to find one of its
songs on YouTube; no, instead he titled it Belladonna Nocturne because he already put out
a sleepy instrumental album titled simply Belladonna in 2005, so it’s like, his thing, man,
and he also knew it’d force me personally to use extra brain cells to fool the YouTube bot
into finding something from this new album instead of the 2005 one.

Ruins, by Lily Brooks-Dalton, Grand Cen-
tral Publishing, 389 pages

By her admission, Ember Agni was a weird
kid. For fun, she liked to bury things in her
backyard and then dig them up over time to
analyze the stages of decomposition. Like oth-
er children, she had a “penchant for dirt,” but
her play had a purpose: observing history in the
process of being made.

So of course she became an archeologist,
but a frustrated one. When we meet Ember in
Lily Brooks-Dalton’s Ruins, she is sleepwalk-
ing through her life: stuck teaching faceless
students at a university where she’d intended
to work for only a few years before return-
ing to the field; stuck in a marriage to a man
whose interests and goals seem to grow more
distant from hers every day.

But as Ember begins a new semester, a let-
ter arrives from a former student. It informs
Ember that the writer, named Ish, has found
an artifact, and “It’s as we hoped. Intact. Good
condition. A few thousand years? It’s hard to
pinpoint. Two? Three?”

And with that, Ember’s world is upended,
as the missive tantalizingly dangles a different
life, one in which she might finally be able to
get funding for an archaeological dig that frees
her from the drudgework of the university and
from her increasingly tense marriage.

The dig, she believes, has the potential to
explode existing narratives about the origins
of humanity, which is not a small thing. And
yet, also not a small thing, I struggled might-
ily to care.

That’s because Ember is the worst kind of
protagonist: the unlikeable one. We’re told ear-
ly on that she is “not well liked at the university.

By anyone: students or faculty
or administrators.” She is hard
on her assistant, hard on her
husband, hard generally; in
part because she’s miserable
because of decisions she has
made, in part because of her
difficult single mother, now
dead, “embittered, vain, end-
lessly critical Ola, who had
never hesitated to remind her
daughter how costly being a
parent was.”

That parenting helped turn
Ember into someone who was
ambivalent about being a par-

professional focus but also
other aspects of her life. There
is nothing subtle about this.
More subtle is the grad-
ual unpacking of mysteries
— minor ones, such as the
nature of Ember’s relation-
ship with Ish, and major ones,
such as the genesis of the
“Pre-Crisis” civilization and
a “Thermal Epoch” that has
occurred. The novel is inten-
‘¢ | tionally vague about where
and when it is set; Ember
lives in a “Commonwealth”
that is most certainly not Mas-

ent herself, which is a problem
because her husband, Jerome, finds his joy on the
homefront. The difference between the two of
them is illustrated by the care he puts into a gar-
den in their backyard; she hasn’t so much looked
at it in months. Jerome wants children; Ember
wants professional success. She’d made that
clear when they met, but he’d thought she would
change. To Ember, it is Jerome who is changing.
He had, she observes, “become increasingly rig-
id over the years. Unimaginative. Boring, in fact.
By association, she was becoming boring also,
as if his desire for the banality of procreation
and home improvements and a back garden was
leaking into their union, and further, into her.”
The arrival of the artifact that Ish found, how-
ever, sends Ember charging down a new path
of discovery, one that will reunite her with an
important woman from her past and raise ques-
tions about her culture’s beliefs about what the
societies that came before them. To her this dig is
everything, and we realize early on that the title
of the books, Ruins, represents not just Ember’s

sachusetts. And indeed, what
we know about Ember’s society we are invit-
ed to doubt: An excerpt from her unpublished
manuscript says, “The endurance of any given
historical narrative is never a function of its fac-
tual accuracy but rather, of its utility to those
who perpetuate it.”

As is noted in every podcast and article about
Ruins, this is a novel that suffers from spoil-
ers, making it difficult to talk about the plotting
in detail. Suffice it to say that Brooks-Dalton,
whose previous novels include The Light Pirate
and Good Morning, Midnight (the basis for the
film The Midnight Sky), has described Ember as
a “polarizing” woman and the novel as “a rumi-
nation on how we uncover, interpret, and teach
about ancient civilizations.” Those naturally
interested in such things may find it fascinat-
ing. For those of us who aren’t, Ruins presents
a challenge to remain engaged, even with a con-
sciousness-altering plot twist. B- —Jennifer

Space!
The summer movie frontier?

Who doesn’t love summer movie space
aliens?

(Spoilers ahead — I don’t really know how to
proceed without a little bit of secret-spilling.)

It is perhaps a mild spoiler to say that Disclo-
sure Day (PG-13, in theaters now), directed by
Steven Spielberg, is about extraterrestrial beings.
It is maybe a bigger spoiler to say the movie is
specifically about what happens as the existence
of those aliens goes from being a secret held
by the government for some 80 years to being
something that a wider group of people, perhaps
even the whole world, knows.

As we see in trailers, TV weatherperson Mar-
garet Fairchild (Emily Blunt) is suddenly capable
of speaking an unEarthly clicky language, which
she breaks into during one of her live broad-
casts. Margaret’s moment of on-air strangeness
leads her to fear she’s had a medical issue. But
we see the reaction that footage of the episode
gets from a secretive quasi-government agency
run by Noah (Colin Firth), who is already scram-
bling the troops after one of his tech guys, Daniel
(Josh O’Connor), made off with some highly
classified video footage. And we see the reac-
tion of a group led by Hugo (Colman Domingo),
who seems to be directing Daniel in his heist.
As Noah’s people chase Margaret, who doesn’t
understand why she’s suddenly a wanted wom-
an any more than she understands why she can
suddenly read everyone’s thoughts, and Daniel,
the two seem drawn to each other. Fairly early,
we learn about the big secret Daniel is so des-
perate to get out to the public when he shows his
girlfriend Jane (Eve Hewson) some of the stolen
footage starting with, bestill Fox Mulder’s heart,
the Roswell crash in 1947.

I think we’re supposed to be watching basi-
cally regular people being pulled into this big
secret — how would they handle this infor-
mation, how would they react to learning the
part they are playing, do they think the world
can handle knowledge of aliens? There are
moments that exemplify this: Jane talks to a nun
played by Elizabeth Marvel and they weigh the
meaning of aliens, the reaction they’d expect
the world to have.

My problem is that these conversations fre-
quently can’t break off the page to feel like a
real conversation, these people never quite feel
like real people to me. Emily Blunt feels off-key
here. It’s as though she was given too many notes
about exactly what tone to strike and ends up feel-
ing like two or three character ideas smooshed
into one person. Josh O’Connor, meanwhile,
feels like he’s just hitting the one character note,
just a lump of doe-eyed Big Emotion. Colman
Domingo is maybe doing something interesting
— isn’t he always? — but it feels like it’s from
a different movie. And Colin Firth is just serving

up angry British authority, take it or leave it, no
side of fries.

For every “that’s an interesting idea” the mov-
ie has many story elements that are unnecessary,
don’t fully make sense or don’t feel like they
were developed beyond the idea stage. A running
subplot throughout this movie is that internation-
al tensions have the whole world on the brink
of war. We see people hoarding gas and buying
out supermarkets. This element is maybe meant
to heighten tension or underline the destructive
tendencies of humans or some other thing I just
didn’t get. For me, though, it was one of the extra
accessories that Coco Chanel wants you to take
off before leaving the house.

There are elements of the chase that are fun
and well-constructed, though the movie is nev-
er as energetic as its most John Williams-y of
John Williams scores seems to want us to think
it is. I feel like there are ideas here, things that
could have gone in either a more popcorn fun
direction or something that felt more like a
stripped down gritty sci-fi adventure reminis-
cent of 1970s Spielberg. For me, though, the
movie never pulled together into something
that was either a thrilling ride or a compelling
thought experiment.

A few days later I rewatched that 1977 grit-
tier Spielberg sci-fi: Close Encounters of the
Third Kind (available for rent or purchase and
streaming on Peacock). In many ways, this is the
spikier, low fi version of Disclosure Day. We
get many of the same elements — strange occur-
rences, the “what’s happening to me,” a chase
with officialdom — though there is more chase
and a shorter timeline in Disclosure Day. Char-
acters played by Richard Dreyfuss and Melinda
Dillon see clearly not-from-here crafts flying in
the sky and come away from the experience with
thoughts of Devil’s Tower National Monument
stuck in their heads. Desperate to figure out what
they’ve seen and what they’re experiencing, the
two unwind — first Dreyfuss’s character as he
scares his family (including his wife played by
Teri Garr) and then Dillon’s character when her
young son, seeing brightly lit “toys,” runs after a
UFO and is abducted. I highly recommend this
double feature — I think I had more fun think-
ing about Disclosure Day after watching Close

Encounters. The movies are, as your serious film
academics might say, in conversation with each
other and are both interesting reflections of their
times.

I also used the outer space theme of Disclo-
sure Day as an excuse to catch up with March
release Project Hail Mary (PG-13, available
for purchase). Based on the Andy Weir book,
Project Hail Mary is directed by Phil Lord and
Christopher Miller, the team who wrote and
directed The Lego Movie and wrote the animated
Spider-Verse films, with a screenplay by Drew
Goddard, who also wrote Weir’s other book-to-
film, The Martian. This movie is exactly as good
as all those names promise.

Ryan Gosling here is, similar to Matt Damon
in The Martian, the one person working alone
for a good chunk of the movie. He plays Ryland
Grace, a middle school teacher who is also a
molecular biologist and has been kicked out of
standard scientific work for some kooky ideas
about the conditions required for life to devel-
op. Luckily, Eva Stratt (an excellent performance
from Sandra Hiiller) is in the kooky ideas busi-
ness. The head of an international scientific
project, Eva is trying to figure out astrophage,
a substance that is traveling from Venus to the
sun and appears to be dimming the sun’s light.
Scientists all over the world are working on the
project and she calls Grace in to study a sam-
ple of the astrophage gathered on a recent space
mission. We watch as Grace joins the project to
try to figure out what astrophage is and how they
could possibly reverse the potentially world-end-
ing effects it’s having on the sun.

All of this is viewed in flashback as Grace,
in the movie’s present, wakes up to find him-
self alone on a space craft with no memory of
much of anything — who he is, where he is, why
he’s there, why a robot is trying to shave off his
extremely long beard.

Similar to The Martian, Project Hail Mary
is a movie of questions and whiteboards and
smart people tackling small problems with duct
tape and plywood in order to get the information
needed to tackle bigger problems. It is optimistic
in its view of science and people doing science
— this isn’t callous tech-dinguses trying to fig-
ure out how to monetize some crappy thing that
nobody really needs anyway. It’s people, all curi-
ous and fallible, working together, across borders
and language barriers, to figure things out with
the ultimate aim of saving the world. This might
be my favorite brand of save-the-world adven-
ture movie? No magical stuff or superpowers,
just middle-aged nerds who can mock things
up with Home Depot supplies. This movie does
everything right — Gosling’s performance,
space visuals, showing people thinking through
things and showing Gosling working out a puz-
zle by himself that includes a really solid vocal
performance (by James Ortiz). #@

Northlands Festival returns

As John Shields begins a phone interview,
he’s also readying a jagged week of travel, a
mini-tour that includes a quick show in Wiscon-
sin, followed by his band’s first Bonnaroo, and
concluding with the fifth annual Northlands Fes-
tival in Swanzey.

“It’s wonky,” he allowed with a laugh, “but
the money’s good.”

A decade ago he co-founded the Charles-
ton-based duo Little Stranger with Kevin
Shields. Kevin and John aren’t related, but their
shared last name has confused fans and strangers
alike for years. They’re used to it, though. “Some
people say, ‘I was just talking to your brother,””
John said. “At this point I'm like, ‘hell yeah,
we’re brothers.” We’re all brothers, man.”

The two did go to high school together outside
of Philadelphia but ran in different circles and
played with different bands. They reconnected
years later, after John had attended the College
of Charleston, played in a local band there, then
moved back to Philly. After that, John returned to
South Carolina and uncertainty.

Facing a music career playing in a wed-
ding band or cobbling together restaurant
gigs, he reached out to Kevin. A carefully
composed email — John called it “roman-
tic” — was enough to convince his friend to
follow him south.

“I basically courted him to come down and
join me in Charleston,” he said. “He did it, and
he’s been here since.”

In short order they threw their gear in a

Hyundai Sonata and embarked on a years-long
grind through bars and clubs. Greg Knight saw
them play for 15 fans at Brooklyn’s Knitting
Factory in 2021 and came away impressed.
Now he’s pleased to have them near the top
of the bill at the festival he and Seth McNally
launched a year later.

For McNally, Little Stranger’s brand of
road-tested hustle is exactly what Northlands
was created to celebrate.

“Independent festivals are crucial, beating
hearts for the live music ecosystem,” he said
in an email. “Northlands offers artists a relaxed
environment to actually hang out, cross-pol-
linate, and collaborate with one another in an
intimate setting.”

For first-timers at Northlands, McNally prom-
ises an experience that feels less like a concert
than a community.

“We’ve designed the weekend to feel like
a massive family reunion,” he said, “a bou-
tique-style gathering where community, art
installations, live muralists, and eclectic local
food and craft vendors share the spotlight with
the big bands.”

Little Stranger resists easy genre classifica-
tion. Listeners and critics have variously called
them hip-hop, indie, and reggae-adjacent.
Shields has come to countenance this ambigu-
ity. “Early on, I worried it would be a liability,
but I’ve come to like that, and I think our fan
base really enjoys it too.”

Live, Kevin acts as emcee with John live
looping on guitar and employing drum and
bass pads. A sax and trumpet player joined not
long ago. “To beef up the live sound,” Shields
explained, adding that shows are varied.
“Something funny could happen in the crowd
that becomes a thread throughout ... we try not
to repeat the same set every time.”

A new studio album, Broken Hearted Boys
Club arrives July 17. Little Stranger’s third

LP, it includes collaborations with Andy Fras-
co, whose band The U.N. is playing Sunday at
Northlands, along with members of the band’s
growing extended musical family. The title
refers to how a few of the latter group became
John’s roommates.

“Four years ago I went through a bad break-
up, and then Damn Skippy went through a bad
breakup,” Shields recalled. “I was like, come
on, move in, buddy. Then another good friend
went through one, so we named the house Bro-
kenhearted Boys Club. That’s where a ton of the
music was made.”

Shields believes the new record is their most
cohesive to date.

“There’s maybe a little more honesty in the
lyrics,” he said. “We always write better when
we’re happy, but even the sad songs on this one
are kind of upliftingly sad. It’s the homies help-
ing the homies out.”

The production, he continued, is intentional-
ly raw, with fewer vocal edits, less tuning, more
first takes. The Frasco collab, “Love You When
I’'m Sad,” is the third song the two have written
together. “We banged it out in an afternoon from
scratch at the house,” Shields said. “He’s just
easy to write with, always throwing out ideas.
He’s a great writer.”

The release will be followed by their biggest
tour yet. They’ll play 800- to 1,500-capacity
venues and, a far cry from their Hyundai days,
travel by bus.

“That’s a big milestone,” John said, giddy.
“It’s the first time we’ve truly lined up an album
drop with a tour. Our albums always take longer
to finish than you’d think. We feel like we nailed
the rollout on this one.” #@

Faking It

An Air Canada pilot faces allegations of
using a fake license during his nearly 30-year
tenure with the airline. CTV News reported
on June 9 that Geoffrey Wall, 59, of Barrie,
Ontario, lacked a crucial portion of his license,
the Airline Transport Pilot Licence for Aero-
planes (ATPL(A)), that qualified him to fly
passengers in the Boeing 767, 777 and 787,
yet he flew roughly 900 flights and thousands
of passengers in those planes. “As captain, the
accused was considered the pilot in command
and was ultimately responsible for aircraft
operation and safety during flight,” Det. Sgt.
Chad Michell said. Air Canada maintains
that passenger safety was not compromised,
but law enforcement says pilot regulations
are safety regulations. “Regulations, licens-
ing requirements, they exist for a reason. They
exist to keep people safe,” Peel Police Deputy
Chief Nick Milonovich said. “When we mis-
represent the qualifications that we have, to
me, that is a safety issue.” Investigators first
found anomalies in March 2025, when Wall’s
credentials were flagged in Toronto. They also
discovered that he filed a false police report
in order to conceal his forged documents.
Charges against Wall include fraud over
$5,000, uttering forged documents, possession
of counterfeit mark and public mischief. Wall
retired from Air Canada in 2025, the same year
the investigations began. He is scheduled to

appear in court on June 29. CTV News, June 9
